New Business: Case #2-05 


Mr. Samuel Tubbs and Mr. Dave Barrass are here to explain the request for Mr. Tubb’s area variance.  Mr. Barrass explained the problem with the set backs there would be.  There needs to be a subdivision of the land and this is what we find to be the best way to do it for everyone concerned.  This business will be on three-quarters of an acre and still will be non-conforming.  Zoning shows for this location to have (3) three acres, which under the circumstances is not able to happen. Mr. Barrass states that if you look at it in the spirit of zoning, nothing is changing but the ownership. Mr. Byrnes asks attorney Pozefsky what if the business was to be sold down the road. Could a different type of business go in there?  Can anybody live there?  No, again this is a pre-existing non-conforming piece of property this remains. Mrs. Koch asks about if there can be any new additions to the existing buildings.  Attorney states that it can’t because it is a non-conforming lot to begin with.   Chairman states to Mr. Tubb’s and Mr. Barrass that a hearing would have to take place at the May 5, 2005 meeting.  Mr. Tubbs, you will have to get with Linda and mail out the notices when she sends the legal ad to the local paper.  These notices need to be mailed out as certified- receipt requested and I will need all the card receipts no later than the day before your hearing.  Attorney Pozefsky states the next step will be to go to the Planning Department for your subdivision.  Mr. Tubbs will be put on the agenda for May5, 2005.

Case #3-05   Mr. Tom Collura on 125 Hunt Lake Road


Mr. Collura states to the board that he is looking to build a small home on this vacant property located on Hunt Lake Road.  I am requesting an area variance so that the home will be on level ground vs. a sloping grade with bedrock. There is also a row of hemlock trees that I would like to save if possible. As the diagram shows it is best situated for me along with the row of hemlock trees. There is no objection obviously from the property owners from the West Side who is my mom and my brother Jeff is 500 feet also with no objection.  I can not speak for Dr. Pitkin. I don’t believe there would be any objection there.  Mr. Ed Byrnes asks about a home being built.  Mr. Collura states yes for now 16x16. That may change and be stretched out a little. Mr. Byrnes asks about additions?  Yes at some point stated Mr. Collura.  Chairman Clarke states this needs to come to us as a hearing next month.  Your hearing date will be May 5, 2005.  Linda will set up the legal ad and give you a copy in which you mail to your neighbors.  All return receipts must be in this office prior to the meeting.
