Old Business:  Case # 2-05  Mr. Frank Wood came back with the certified letter cards for this hearing.  Mr. Wood is requesting a variance to place a handicap ramp on the front entrance for Mrs. Waite who lives in the house.  Mrs. Waite is in ill health and unable to walk up or down stairs or long distances.  Chairman Clarke asks if there is anyone in the public that would either like to speak for or against this request.  Chairman Clark asks the Board Members if they have any further questions.  No questions asked so it will be put to a vote.

Chairman Clarke states to Mr. Wood that his variance request has been approved.

New Business:    Mr. Norman Thieverge is requesting an area variance to subdivide his property so he can sell part to his daughter.  In doing the subdivision it will create a sub standard lot for them.  We are not doing a family subdivision because we have three children.  Our daughter is purchasing this home and land from us stated Mrs. Thieverge.  Chairman Clarke asks Mrs. Thieverge if there are many property owners those she bounders with.  Mrs. Thieverege stated that there were only two that she knew of because they own the other property for their business.



Chairman Clarke stated we would set up a hearing for Mr.& Mrs. Thieverge for August 4, 2005 at 7:10P.M.  Linda will give you the information you need to mail to the landowners that bounder you.  We will place a legal ad as well.  

Chairman Clarke asks the board members if there is anything they would like to discuss?   Administrator Fred Mann asks Chairman Clarke if he had a copy of the Thieverege’s previous variance for two dwellings on the same property. I don’t recall seeing one here.  Mr. Mann states that this is the reason for two dwellings on one parcel of land.  Now as you see Mr. & Mrs. Thieverge are up grading their home.  They do have a permit for this.  If you would like a copy of the previous variance Linda will put one in your mailbox.  Attorney Pozefsky states that for two homes to be on one lot, the people would have to go to the Town Board for that variance.  It’s not recommended, but it happens.  When this happens, the Town Board is actually re-zoning that section of land.  It’s different from the variance this board grants.   Chairman Clarke asks if it’s possible for the Town Board to over ride a decision made here.  Absolutely, the Town Board is King on all this; they created the zoning law.  The State says they make the laws and change them at any time.  With a family subdivision, they don’t have to meet set back but they do have to meet lot size. .  Attorney Pozefsky stated to the Chairman and Board Members that with the cases they have heard they have been fortunate that none have required a SEQR, but please keep this in mind for future variances.  

Sigrid asks Linda if the members should be keeping all of the paper work from the month’s meetings, or do you keep them.  You may keep a copy for your own future records, but I keep a file of all records for the Town of Corinth.  They are public record and can be asked for a copy at any given time.  Attorney states that on some of the other boards I work with keep them for future reference.  Do we have to keep it locked and in a particular place.  Attorney Pozefskey states no it’s not confidential.  If they come to the Town Hall you make a copy for them and charge them a quarter.   Chairman Clarke asks if there is anything else.  If not this meeting is adjourned.

A motion to close the meeting was made by Ed Byrnes and seconded by Sigrid Koch.
