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A meeting of the Corinth Zoning Board of Appeals was held on Thursday, March 3, 2005 at the Corinth Town Hall 600 Palmer Avenue Corinth, New York and was called to order by Chairman Bill Clarke at 7:00P.M.

Present: Bill Clarke, Sigrid Koch, Glen Tearno, Ed Byrnes Christopher Ross, Attorney Pozefsky, Fred Mann Jr. Administrator and Linda Hamm Clerk.

Absent:  Rex Moon with excuse.

Public Present: James Seelow, Earl Seelow, Dave Barrass and Jean Marcotte.

Order of Business:  Approval of February 3, 2005 minutes.

Motion:  Ed Byrnes
Seconded: Sigrid Koch

A roll call was taken and all are in favor.

Old Business:  Mr. Earl Seelow & Mr. James Seelow came back with a revised and updated application for a variance.

Chairman Bill Clarke asked the board members if they had time to review all the new information and if so we can begin.  Mr. Clarke first made a formal apology to Mr. Dave Barrass on behalf of Mr. Rex Moon who is in the hospital.  This is in regard to some comments Mr. Moon made at the last meeting.

Attorney Pozefsky addressed the board stating that Mr. Barrass is here to represent Mr. Seelow in regard to this variance Mr. Barass stated he was here on behalf of Mr. Seelow and if needed he could help explain what the variance request is for.

  Chairman Clark asked Mr. Barrass to please continue.    Mr. Barrass stated that as you can see on the map that Mr. Seelow does not have four (4) acres to begin with so with that being said the use variance needed is for Earl Seelow.  Earl is giving his son James property to build his home on and that parcel will be in compliance.  By having to do it this way, now makes Earl’s parcel non-conforming.  All buildings are pre-existing we do feel that this will not have an impact on the neighborhood. Mr. Seelow does meet the set backs but does not meet the road frontage. 

 Attorney Pozefsky addressed the board to remind them from the last meeting about the question that came up at the last meeting about the subdivision the necessity to going back to the Planning Board and needing the subdivision.  If you recall there was a discussion at the last meeting that Mr. Moon had brought up the fact that he thought the Planning Board needed to provide subdivision approval for this.   I think that was based primarily on the addition to the family subdivision law of 2004.  The language that says, you have to comply with the lot sizes of the zoning code. This was brought to the attention of the Planning Board at its last meeting and they interpreted the family law subdivision as saying, there still is no reason to go to the Planning Board for a family subdivision, it is exempt from planning board approval.  Mr. Seelow filled out the affidavit indicating that the simple fact of the sentence was added about lot sizes does not change it. He does not come to the Planning Board he needs to address the Zoning Board.  Chairman stated that in the future they will come directly to us, and that the Planning Board is basically out of it.  Attorney Pozefsky also stated that at the last meeting there was a question as to weather one or two variances were needed.   I believe that we resolved that     and only one variance is needed. It is the lack of road-frontage that is needed.

Attorney Pozefsky states that there is only one other real issue that needs to come up for a vote.  That would be that a public hearing has to be held. This has been published, and if there are any comments, hear them and take a vote.  Chairman Clarke opens the public hearing and asks if there are any comments from the public in regard to the variance being requested?  Mr. Seelow states that the comment he has received from his other neighbors is they have no problems with it.  I know this is hear say, but also no one has shown up to deny it.  A motion to approve the area variance as requested of 1.33 acres by Chris Ross and seconded by Glen Tearno

This is a Type 2 SEQR and is exempt.

A roll call vote was taken and all are in favor.

Chairman congratulates Mr. Seelow on his area variance.    Attorney Pozefsky asks to go to executive session to discuss potential litigation. 

The public hearing is now closed at 7:27P.M.
