Order of Business: Approval of April 7, 2005 minutes.

Motion to accept the minutes as written was made by Glen Tearno and Ed Byrnes seconded it.

A roll call was taken and all are in favor.

Old Business: Case #2-05 Mr. Sam Tubbs and Mr. Dave Barrass came back with the certified letter cards for Mr. Tubbs hearing for the variance of land for his business. Chairman Clarke stated that not all cards have been returned.  Mr. Tubbs stated that he spoke with the Post Office and they said that there is still two days in which they have to deliver the letters.  We will wait until either the cards or the letters with the attached cards are returned. Chairman Clark asks if there is anyone in the public would like to speak either for or against this variance. Attorney Pozefsky stated to the board members to keep in mind that this is an area variance and a SEQR will not apply.  

Motion to approve Mr. Tubbs area variance was made by Glen Tearno and seconded by Ed Byrnes.  A roll call vote was taken and all are in favor.

New Business:
Mr. Frank Wood explains to the Zoning Board that there is a 70 year old woman living in the house that needs a ramp to get in and out of the house to get to doctor appointments.    Mr. Wood also has a grand son that will need this because he can’t climb stairs due to illness.  Mr. Wood points out that on the map provided to them that the home is pre-existing and that the best place to put the ramp is at the front door because the driveway is to the left along with the driveway.  We can’t meet the set backs there and there for need the variance to build a handicap ramp.  Mr. Fred Mann addresses the board to help explain their situation.  I have looked at Mr. Wood’s property and if you look at the map you will see he can only meet 37’ to the center of the road and 26’ to his property line in the front.  The ramp will be 6’wide and 22’long.  Myself I see no problem with this being built if the board agrees.  Chairman Clark states that we will set up a hearing for this to be heard at our June meeting.  Mr. Wood see Linda for a copy of the letter to be sent out to the property owners that border you.  This will be held on June 2, 2005 at 7:05P.M.


Chairman Clark asked the board members if there were anything anyone would care to discuss?  Not at this time.  Chairman Clark attended the class that was offered in Hague and found it to be very informative.  I have material here if anyone would care to have a copy.

A motion to close the meeting was made by Glen Tearno and seconded by Sigrid Koch.

A roll call was taken and all are in favor.
