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Highway Superintendent Plummer spoke to the board about his 5 Year Projection Plan for Equipment.  The 5 Year Projection Plan discussed was as follows:

1. Trade (1) -  14 foot Tarco Highlander Sander, Serial #ASOl-p-4965-A04.  to Apollo N. E. for (1) Amthor 1600 Gallon Water Tank Serial #88-7127. For use at Landfill and Highway Department.  Tank will be installed on Highway truck #246.  This truck is now used as a truck/tractor for hauling equipment.

2. Truck #246 will be replaced with a 1993 Kenworth purchased from Robert DeLong for the sum of Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000.00).

3. Lease (1) 2006 Volvo Tandem Axle truck with Tenco Plow equipment and dump/sander combination (State Contract) cost to be One Hundred Sixteen Thousand Nine Hundred Nineteen Dollars ($116,919.00).  Equipment will be installed by the Highway Department saving approximately Fifteen Thousand Dollars ($15,000.00).  Payments to start on lease in 2006.

SUPERVISOR

Supervisor Lucia told Highway Superintendent Plummer that new windows for the Senior Citizens Center were included in this year’s budget. Highway Superintendent Plummer told the Town Board that Ricky Straight would be able to install the windows sometime this year.

Supervisor Lucia asked Highway Superintendent Plummer to look into how much it would cost to go to the Card System for the gas at the highway garage.

A discussion was had regarding the purchase of a generator for the Highway garage.  It was suggested that a 10-15 K generator would be adequate and would cost approximately $5,000.00.  Councilman Brown said he would 

look into grant money for the generator from an Emergency Management Grant.

With no further business, on a motion of Councilwoman Beckwith, seconded by Councilman Major, the meeting was adjourned at 5:15 PM. Carried unanimously.
