WHEREAS, utility cables, including but not limited to telephone, electrical and cable television cables, are frequently buried underground within the right-of-way of Town roads; and


WHEREAS, such cables are subject to being heaved from the ground during winter freeze and thaw cycles if they are not buried deeply enough; and


WHEREAS, such cables are subject to interfering with the Town’s duty and ability to maintain and plow such Town roads; and 


WHEREAS, these exposed cables pose a potential hazard to Town Highway Department employees and are vulnerable to damage or removal during plowing and other road maintenance activities; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT


RESOLVED, that the policy of the Town, based on the recommendation and authority of the Town Highway Superintendent, that any and all utility cables buried within the right-of-way of a Town road must be buried at least two feet (2’) beneath ground level is hereby ratified and affirmed; and be it


FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Town Highway Superintendent is hereby authorized and directed to take such actions as may be necessary to ensure that buried utility cables comply with this Town policy; and be it


FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.
SUPERVISOR

Supervisor Lucia told the Town Board that a resident on Barbara Mac D Drive regarding a lighting district had contacted him.  After a discussion the board told Supervisor Lucia to instruct the resident that since the residents in that area would have to absorb the costs of the lighting district, as other residents in a lighting district in the town do, 
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he should contact the residents in that area to see if they would sign a petition requesting the lighting district.  After all the residents signed the petition it should be presented to the Town Board for their consideration.
