PHILLIP MARCOTTE

Code Enforcement Officer Fred Mann presented maps and other information to the Town Board on property of Phillip Marcotte on Wood Road.  Mr. Mann told the Town Board that at least two years ago Mr. Marcotte spoke to Doug Smead regarding building a garage.  Mr. Mann said that Mr. Marcotte had even constructed a retaining wall.
