HAROLD JONES

Harold Jones came before the Town Board regarding property of Sam Holland located at 35 Holmes Road.  He presented a map from Saratoga County Real Property Services which shows the property to be approximately 30% in the Town of Corinth and 70% in the Town of Greenfield; a copy of an application to the Town of Greenfield Planning Board by Sam Holland; a copy of the minutes of the Town of Greenfield Planning Board on May 10, 2005; and a petition signed by some of the residents around this property in the Town of Corinth and Town of Greenfield opposing the existence of the racetracks, etc..  Some of the things Mr. Jones spoke about were junk cars on the Corinth side of the property, disturbance of the creek bed, overnight camping and mining being done.  Mr. Jones asked if the racetracks were on the tax rolls.  Supervisor Lucia said he would look into that question.  Code Enforcement Officer Mann will go to the Holland property and check this out. The Town Board will contact Gary Dake from the Town of Greenfield Planning Board 
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and obtain a copy of what the Town of Greenfield Planning Board has asked Mr. Holland to do. Code Enforcement Officer Mann will contact DEC if he feels they need to get involved. The material left by Mr. Jones will be given to the Town Attorney and Supervisor Lucia will be in contact with Mr. Jones and invite him back to a later Town Board meeting to further discuss these matters.  Mr. Jones thanked Code Enforcement Officer Mann and Councilman Brown for taking their time to attend the Town of Greenfield Planning Board meeting on May 10, 2005.

TOWN BOARD

Councilman Major asked the Building Inspector about the first house in the Locust Ridge Development.  Councilman Major said he noticed that it looks like the owner is making a new entrance directly off Route 9N.  Councilman Major said he thinks possibly New York State Department of Transportation should be notified so they can advise the homeowner if this can be done since this is on a bad place on Route 9N.  Code Enforcement Officer Mann said he would contact New York State Department of Transportation and make them aware of this matter.

With no further business, on a motion of Councilman Brown, seconded by Councilman Mills, the meeting was adjourned at 4:50 PM. Carried unanimously.
