CODE ENFORCEMENT

Code Enforcement Officer Fred Mann gave the board copies of the following letters:

1. Letter from Kevin Hastings, P.E. send to Planning Board Chairperson Louise Reed regarding Morgan Estates Subdivision

2. Letter from NYS Department of Transportation to John Williams regarding an illegal driveway on Route 9N.

3. Letter from the Building Department to Patricia Montesi regarding another illegal driveway on Route 9N.

Code Enforcement Officer Mann told the Town Board that he is still trying to get in touch with the Department of Health regarding the Brignola situation. 

Code Enforcement Office Mann told the Town Board that he had been in touch with Town Counsel regarding Scott Eagle and Town Counsel is in the process of securing a search warrant to allow him to inspect the Eagle property.

PUBLIC

David Woodcock asked questions regarding the following items:


1,  Taxes – should all the developing cause the tax rate to go down?  Supervisor Lucia explained how it all depends on the Village, School and Town budgets. Mr. Woodcock told the board about a Bill that Assemblywoman Teresa Sayward spoke to him about where if a person 65 owned his own home for twenty or thirty years then as long as that person owned the home there would be no increase in the assessment of the property.  Supervisor Lucia said he would contact Assemblywoman Sayward and see if she needed a letter from the Town supporting this bill.


2.  Selling Sand from Town pit – Supervisor Lucia explained to Mr. Woodcock that the sand the town is selling is only the sand that cannot be used by the town. 
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3.  Cleaning up messes around town – Supervisor Lucia told Mr. Woodcock that Code Enforcement Mann is working on cleaning up the town but it takes a long time if the matters have to go to court, etc.


4.  Garbage pick-up – Wants town to look into garbage pick up.  Supervisor Lucia said he did that a while ago and was told that it would be very expensive and the only way to pay for it is to increase taxes.

5.  Why are we letting other than Corinth residents use our transfer station?  - Supervisor Lucia told Mr. Woodcock that non-residents pay more than residents.  Mr. Woodcock said he thought they should be charged at least double not just $5.00 more.
