C & D rates for Town residents(Non-Commercial) will be $.06 a pound and non-resident and commercial rates for C & D will be $.10 a pound. New rates will begin on September 1, 2005 and will be re-evaluated in January, 2006.  Rate sheets will be handed out.

Also discussed the landfill will no longer be accepting old tires.
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Town residents will need to show bumper sticker to bring brush to the landfill.  No contractors will be allowed to bring brush in.
