SUPERVISOR 

Supervisor Lucia told the Board that he had received a letter from Karen Donlon from Adam Lawrence Apartments regarding the problem with the EMS and Fire Company not having access to the apartments since they do not have a key for the buildings.  Supervisor Lucia told the Board that he was looking into the matter and would keep the Board posted of further developments.

Supervisor Lucia told the Board that Assemblywoman Theresa Sayward had been trying to make one of the town’s meetings.  Supervisor Lucia said that Assemblywoman Sayward is now scheduled to come to the Town Board meeting on September 22, 2005 at 4:00 PM to discuss the new legislation she and Assemblywoman Betty Little are trying to get passed regarding Senior Citizens taxes.

Supervisor Lucia told the Board that there were two important meetings coming up.  On September 19, 2005 there will be an  Emergency Management Committee Meeting from 6:00 PM to at least 9:00 PM at the Town Hall at which Sgt. Kolb from the New York State Police will be giving the ICS 100 (Incident Command System) course.  Supervisor Lucia told the Town Board that in the event there was a large number of people attending the course the meeting may have to be held elsewhere.
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SUPERVISOR (Continued)
On September 26, 2005 at 7:00 PM in the Town Hall the Joint Economic Development Committee is meeting and request that the Town and Village Boards and the Town and Village Attorneys attend.

TOWN BOARD

Councilman Major thanked Highway Superintendent Plummer for educating him on highway matters.  Councilman Major told the Board that Highway Superintendent Plummer needs to replace the culvert in South Corinth but perhaps an engineering company should look at the dam, etc. before anything is done.  Councilman Major said might also the Town Counsel needs to be contacted on this matter.

Councilwoman Beckwith stated that she wanted the Board to continue pursuing raising the low-income guidelines on the taxes.

HIGHWAY

Highway Superintendent Plummer told the Town Board that due to the rising costs of fuel and blacktop his budget is nearly depleted.  He asked that the Town’s accountant look into whether one-half of the money collected on the sale of the fill had been put in the proper highway account.

Highway Superintendent Plummer told the board that he suggests the Town apply for a Multi Module Grant for South Corinth and Wilton Mountain Road.  He suggested perhaps South Corinth would be an emergency grant.

Highway Superintendent Plummer told the Board that he had agreed to take the Trailer for the Town Hall pick-up out of the highway equipment fund when he was told there was over $12,000.00 in there.  He now finds out that a lease payment of over $8,000.00 was not deducted from his equipment budget.  He said must be done as there isn’t enough money to cover the total amount of the trailer.
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TOWN CLERK
Town Clerk Farr told the Board that she just received the 2005-2006 School Tax Rates and the Town of Corinth residents will pay $17.0318 per thousand.  Town Clerk Farr said she thinks that is up approximately $.50 per thousand from last year.

CODE ENFORCEMENT

Code Enforcement Officer Fred Mann told the Board that the Arnold property on Angel Road was being burned to the ground in a drill scheduled for September 24, 2005.  Code Enforcement Officer Mann said he told the people that all debris must be taken away as soon as the structure is burned to the ground.
