After Roll Call the following business was conducted:

A lengthy discussion was had regarding resident commercial haulers and how much they should be charged at the Corinth Transfer Station. The board received letters from Tracy Rubbish Removal and R & B Rubbish Removal regarding these fees. The new fees charged at the transfer station would mean the resident commercial haulers would now pay $200.00 a ton instead of $95.00 a ton.  This seemed like a large increase for resident haulers.  The Board discussed the fees at length.

RESOLVED that resident commercial haulers, namely Tracy Rubbish Removal, Pete Winslow and R & B Rubbish Removal will be charged $.07 per pound when they bring in trash from the Town of Corinth residents and $.10 per pound when the haulers bring in trash from outside the Town of Corinth.  This will be done on the honor system, and be it further 

RESOLVED, that the Town Board hereby instructs the Town Clerk to inform Tracy Rubbish Removal, Peter Winslow and R & B Rubbish Removal of the fees to be charged and to also inform them that if it is found that they are bringing trash which is from residents living out of the Town of Corinth and do not inform the men at the transfer station so that they can be charge $.10 per ton the Town of Corinth then will charge that hauler the fee charged for non-resident commercial haulers on a permanent basis.

With no further business, on a motion of Councilwoman Beckwith and seconded by Councilman Major, the meeting adjourned at 5:45pm. Carried unanimously.
