         following business was transacted:

ASSEMBLYWOMAN TERESA SAYWARD

Assemblywoman Teresa Sayward spoke to the board and the audience regarding several bills that she feels will relieve taxpayers of some taxes so that a person doesn’t feel her or she has to sell their home.  She said that we need a cap on the spending done at every level of government. Some of the ways Assemblywoman Sayward talked about possibly saving tax money are as follows:


Add $.005 to every $1.00 spent and this would be used to fund local schools possibly doing away with school taxes;


Looking into not-for-profit property and taxing the property owned by not-for-profit entities that is not used for the not-for-profit business;
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Circuit Breaker Tax – pay taxes up front and get reimbursed when file income taxes;


Tax Assessment Freeze – people 70 years and over assessments would not go up as long as they owned the property;


Whatever a person pays for a property would be the actual assessment and a cost of living increase would be the only amount added every year to the assessment so that if a person bought a house next to yours for more than you paid for yours it would not effect your assessment;


County could accept payment for taxes in installments and the School Boards could also pass a resolution to have school taxes paid in installments.

James Murray told Assemblywoman Sayward that he thought renters should have to pay school taxes.  He also told her that he felt there should be a cap on the amount that the local governments could bond.

Saratoga County Treasurer Christopher Callahan told Assemblywoman Sayward that if the state agreed to accept Credit Cards for taxes this might work.  Treasurer Callahan stated that is however a fee that the County or State would have to agree to pay to accept credit card payments.

Councilman Dan Mills asked Assemblywoman Sayward to explain the difference between Consumption Tax and Value Added Tax.  Assemblywoman Sayward told him that Consumption Tax was like paying a tax on the purchase of an automobile and Value Added Tax would be a tax on everything including food.

David Woodcock asked the board about the six-year assessment contract the Town entered into.  He said he did not think it was fair and that the Town should rescind the contract.
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Assemblywoman Sayward told the Board and the public that if they wanted her to come back and talk to a group or whatever she would be willing to do so.

This will be done on the honor system, and be it further

RESOLVED that the Town Board hereby instructs the Town Clerk to inform Rustic Barn Campground, LLC and Just Fix It of the fees to be charged and to also inform them that if it is found that they are 
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bringing trash which is from residents living out of the Town Of Corinth and do not inform the men at the transfer station so that they can be charged $.10 per ton the Town Of Corinth then will charge that hauler the fee charged for non-resident commercial haulers on a permanent basis, and be it further

RESOLVED other haulers will be added as the Town Board receives requests.
