SCENIC RAILROAD

Jon Kelley told the board that Attorney John Lemery would have been at the meeting but his father just passed away.

Jon Kelley told the board that the paperwork on the railroad had been sent to the Surface Transportation Board (STB) and they determined that since CP Rail was retaining the freight rights they did not have any authority in this matter.

Jon Kelley said that because of the fact that the administration of this program has been paid as an 80/20% match there isn’t enough money for closing so he would be asking the Town IDA for some money for closing costs, etc.

A discussion of snowmobiles and railroad was had and it was decided that snowmobiles should not be allowed to run along the train tracks.  The board also asked Theresa Skaine to work on preparing a local law regarding no trespassing on the train line as soon as the Town becomes the owner of the rail.

Authorizing the execution of an Asset Purchase Agreement with Canadian Pacific Railroad.
