Resolved that since no public were in attendance the reading of the legal ad for the public hearing published October 27, 2005 be waived.

Supervisor Lucia told the board the following:
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The budget process this year has been a tedious
process, with a lot of meetings between me, the Town
Board, and the Department Heads.

The budget that has been presented has an
additional spending from 2005 of $261,813.
This mostly being employee raises of 3.5%, increased
health Insurance rates, increased Fuel and Fuel related
costs, and paying off the last two payments of the BAN
we had to repay International Paper Litigation.

The good news is that by asking all departments to
reduce the .2 and .4 accounts by 10%, that were not fuel
related, the increased assessment values, the increased
sales tax monies, the $65,900 returned to the town from
County Board of Supervisors, and using our
unexpended balances, the final amount to be raised by
taxes for 2006 is $88,882, less than last year.

In 2005 our Town Tax rate is $3.99 per thousand,
In this budget, the Town Tax rate is $2.86 per thousand.
(being $1.13 less than 2005) by adding the DB taxes,(
Highway Outside) it is up from last year by the
swapping of some highway accounts to bring us more
sales tax monies in this fund. This was some of the




[image: image2.jpg]advice given to us by the State Comptrollers Office.
Even when you add the DB tax to the new rate we are
still .19 cents a thousand less than last year.

Also because you get the Town and County tax bills
combined into one tax, you will see this year that the
county tax rate will go down 15 cents a thousand, from
$2.50 to $2.35.

We will have a town budget wnth no debt or loans.
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We have some of the best maintained roads in the
County, and a highway superintendent to match. He
does this by keeping his equipment up to date and
having a good crew to use it for our benefits.




There being no opposition at 4:07 PM a motion was made by Councilman Brown and seconded by Councilwoman Beckwith to close the public hearing.
