OLD BUSINESS

Supervisor Lucia spoke about the Senior and Youth Van.  Highway Superintendent Plummer will check with New York State Department of Motor Vehicles to see if a CDL license is required for the driver of the Senior Van since it is a 15-passenger van.

ATTORNEY

Attorney Hafner spoke to the Town Board about Local Law of the Town of Bethlehem that was presented to the Town Board by the Citizens Group.  Attorney Hafner distributed to the Town Board a Memorandum for their review regarding his findings.  Attorney Hafner said he compared the Town of Bethlehem Local Law with the laws the Town of Corinth now has in place.  Attorney Hafner said they are nearly identical.  Attorney Hafner also stated that the Town cannot have a blanket prohibition because that would infringe on people’s constitutional rights.  Attorney Hafner told the Town Board that if anything is done to change the Town of Corinth laws he thinks it should be done in the Land Use Ordinance not by local law.  The Town Board said they would review the memorandum and discuss the matter further.  Attorney Hafner also told the board that they should work with the Village Board since 90% of the property in question is located in the Village and approximately 10% is located in the Town.

ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY COUNCIL REPORT

Maryanne Morreale, Town of Corinth’s representative to the Saratoga County Economic Opportunity Council (EOC) gave a report on the EOC.  She spoke about the programs they have to help financially deprived individuals in Saratoga County such as the housing, food pantries and jobs.  She spoke about 
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a grant that EOC had obtained to allow the Ballston Spa Head Start to continue in operation.  She told the Town Board that the Head Start program in Corinth is in jeopardy due to safety issues and issues with the building.  She introduced Dennis Brunelle, Executive Director of the EOC.  Mr. Brunelle thanked Supervisor Lucia and Corinth for the support given to the EOC.  He spoke about the Women Infants and Children (WIC) that uses space in the Corinth Town Hall every month.  He told the Town Board that during 2005 approximately 120 families were helped by the WIC Program in the Corinth area. He spoke about weatherization and told the Town Board that approximately 13 families in Corinth were held by EOC during 2005.  Mr. Brunelle  told the board that EOC also has a program entitled Wheels for Work, which assists low-income residents in need of transportation in order to, obtain or maintain employment.  Mr. Brunelle said that there are approximately 43 children who use the Corinth Head Start and if something is not done Corinth Head Start will have to close by January 1, 2006.  He said that he has a meeting scheduled with Matt Breitenbach for next week to see if there is something that can be done.  Supervisor Lucia asked that he be kept apprised of all developments since we do not want to loose the Head Start Program in Corinth.  Supervisor Lucia also thanked Mr. Brunelle and Ms. Morreale for all the work that EOC has done.

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the Town Of Corinth.  This will be done on the honor system, and be it further

RESOLVED that the Town Board hereby instructs the Town Clerk to inform M.A.R.S. Inc. of the fees to be charged and to also inform them that if it is found that they are bringing trash which is from residents living out of the Town Of Corinth and do not inform the men at the transfer station so that they can be charged $.10 per ton the Town Of Corinth then will charge that hauler the fee charged for non-resident commercial haulers on a permanent basis, and be it further

RESOLVED other haulers will be added as the Town Board receives requests.
