RALPH PETRUZZO - BEDMINSTER

Supervisor Lucia told the public about an application presented by Bedminster Saratoga LLC (Ralph Petruzzo) to New York State Department of Environmental Conservation to construct a waste material processing facility at 615 Main Street.  Attorney Hafner told the public that he had, at the request of the Supervisor, contacted DEC regarding this matter and was told that the proposed project is to process 100 tons per day of municipal wastewater treatment plant biosolids and 100 tons per day of municipal waste to produce 97 tons per day of compost material.  Sources of the waste was New York City area, transfer station in Queens, New York and waste water from New York City and West Chester County.  Processing will occur in an existing building that contains biosolids digesters and a new 94,500 square feet building that will house a rotary drum digester.  All processed material will be stored indoors during the 55 day composting process and the air from the building will pass through a biofilter containing wood chips prior to being exhausted.  Non-process able solid waste will be sorted and disposed of at a permitted solid waste facility.  The final product will be used as an agricultural soil  amendment.  There will be no incinerator.  The closest one of these plants is located in Nantucket, Massachusetts.  Attorney Hafner told the public that Mr. Petruzzo will have to come to the Building Department for a building permit at which time Code Enforcement Officer Mann must determine the zoning in that area.  If the area is not zoned industrial Mr. Petruzzo must go to the Planning Board and then to the Town Board for a

Planned Development District.  Attorney Hafner said he didn’t think the property could be grand fathered since to be grand fathered  Mr. Petruzzo would have to use the existing building and nothing else.  In this instance Mr. Petruzzo  is going to add a building of at least 94,500 square feet to the building that is already on the property and therefore could not be grand fathered.

Supervisor Lucia said he was attempting to contact the Nantucket plant to see what it was like, etc.    

Barbara Weatherwax said she had spoke with DEC and was told that if she sent a letter they would extend the time to thirty (30) days more.  She suggests that the Town set up a Public Informational meeting before the thirty (30) day period ended.  Said meeting should include Mr. Petruzzo.  Supervisor Lucia told the public that he had a call from Mr. Petruzzo today and he was in Nevada.  Mr. Petruzzo told Supervisor Lucia that any one wishing to discuss this matter could contact him on Monday and he would discuss the matter with them.

The Notice of Complete Application from DEC says the Project is an Unlisted Action and will not have a significant impact on the environment.  A Negative Declaration is on file with DEC. 

Michael Graska, a chemical engineer, asked if he could obtain a copy of whatever information the Town has so he can read through it.  Attorney Hafner said he would get copies to Mr. Graska.  Mr. Graska asked if the project is so good why are they spending $100,000.00 to transport the material 200 miles north.

Alex Pellizzi asked what the Town could do right now.  Attorney Hafner said the Town couldn’t do anything until something is brought before them such as a building permit, etc.

Phillip Baugh asked why the Town could not pass an immediate moratorium on trash, tires, medical waste, etc. coming over the town lines.  Attorney Hafner told Mr. Baugh that Supreme Court case law states that a blanket restriction on trash would be unconstitutional.
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Barbara Weatherwax asked if perhaps a law could say trash could not travel over town roads.  Attorney Hafner said that would also be unconstitutional.

Philip Baugh asked what had been done since the September meeting when the Town Board stated that they would looking over regulations that might be enacted.  Attorney Hafner said his firm had submitted a Memorandum to the Town Board at its November meeting and the board was going to look the Memorandum over and discuss it with the attorney.  Attorney Hafner said a meeting had not yet been set up.  Mr. Baugh asked if this meeting would be a public meeting. Attorney Hafner said the Memorandum was confidential attorney client and it would be up to the board if the meeting were public or not.  Mr. Baugh quoted the Open Meeting – Executive Session law for the Town Board.

Louise Kirkpatrick stated that she disagree with the Attorney’s ruling regarding unconstitutional items.  She referred to the Town of Argyle being a dry town and Big Box Stores not being allowed to build in certain areas.  She spoke about the Sierra Club that goes into communities of low income.  She said she was attempting to contact a man by the name of Richard Grossman who writes laws against things such as this and would come into small communities to help them write laws that would protect small communities from things such as this.   

Richard Graska asked if Petruzzo is not grand fathered and he comes before the Town Board with a PDD would it be done at a public meeting and if so would the fact that a large number of the citizens are present and are opposed to the project have a bearing on the board’s decision. Supervisor Lucia said all that would be taken in consideration at that time.

Philip Baugh asked the board why the minutes were not published in the Pennysaver or the other newspapers.  Supervisor Lucia said that the Town could not force the newspapers to send a reporter to our board meetings.  Attorney Hafner stated that the minutes were on the web as soon as they were approved and could be read from there.

Barbara Weatherwax asked that the Town board not delay in revising the laws and protecting their citizens.  Attorney Hafner said he had looked at Town of Bethlehem’s law and the Town of Corinth Land Use Ordinance.  He said the Town of Corinth Land Use Ordinance is as strong if not stronger than the Town of Bethlehem’s.

Barbara Weatherwax told the board that she had a list of six (6) proposals that she would like to see put into local laws.  Supervisor Lucia asked if he could obtain a copy of the proposals.  Mrs. Weatherwax said she had a meeting scheduled with their attorney who specializes in environmental issues for next week and as soon as she spoke to him she would see that the Town was given a copy of the proposals.

Leif Sandwick told the Town Board that he thinks time is of the essence and we must stop this before Corinth becomes garbage Ville.
