SMALL CITIES COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT

BLOCK GRANT PROGRAM

At 7:10 PM the public hearing on the Small Cities Block Grant Program was opened with Deputy Town Clerk Sullivan reading the legal notice published in The Post Star on January 27, 2006.  Rick Jarvis from Laberge Group gave a presentation on how the system works and the grant is after. He said that applications can be picked up and returned to the Town Clerk.  He said the program was started in 1974 and taken over by the State in 1999. He said the state has certain objectives:  1- Develop comprehensive public facility improvement (water type facility, sewer lines etc.); 2 – Economic Micro enterprise projects (business with 5 or more people); 3 – Construction activity (housing and rehabilitation); 4 – Develop strategies to combine state money with other sources.  Mr. Jarvis said the Small Cities Community Development Block Grant must meet one of three objectives:  benefit to low and moderate income persons, elimination of slums and blight or urgent needs affecting the health and safety of the community.  He said no less than 70% of the grant funds must be used for activities benefiting low and moderate-income persons and the benefit area must contain at least 51% low and moderate-income residents.  Mr. Jarvis told the public that there are eight federal objectives that this program has to hit: eliminate slums and blight; revitalization of existing housing stock; improvement of the quality and quantity of community services; decentralization of housing opportunities for persons of low income and the revitalization of deteriorating neighborhoods; historic preservation;  encourage developers to come in and do large projects.  The public asked if they do water.  Mr. Jarvis said they do wells and septic systems as part of the housing rehab. Supervisor Lucia said that if a person filled out an application last year they are already in the program and people have to live in the Town not the Village. A motion was made by Councilman Major and seconded by Councilman Brown to close the public hearing.

TOWN ATTORNEY

Attorney Hafner told the Town Board that he has been in touch with Garry Robinson, engineer for Guido Passarelli, regarding the proposed water district.  Attorney Hafner said that as soon as his office is satisfied the proper paperwork will be filed with the Town Clerk and the board can, at that point, schedule a public hearing.

 Councilman Saunders asked questions regarding the water districts and Supervisor explained how the three current water districts work.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER

Code Enforcement Officer Mann told the Town Board that he wanted to thank Rick Straight and the Highway Department for the signs they have placed at the entrances to the Town regarding Building Permits Required and Zoning Ordinance in Effect.

Code Enforcement Officer Mann told the Town Board that he, Keith Cowan from Clough Harbour, and Dr. Pitkin took water samples from the Scott resident south of Petruzzo’s property and from the Rose residence on Loughran Drive north of the Petruzzo’s property; and Mr. Petruzzo, Keith Cowan of Clough Harbour and Code Enforcement Officer Mann  walked in the wetland and obtained a series of tests.  Mr. Cowan told Code Enforcement Officer Mann that the Town would probably not get the results for approximately two weeks.  

PUBLIC

COLLEEN SHEFFER

Colleen Sheffer presented the Town Board with a plaque of appreciation for the help that they gave the tenants in Marquis Mobile Home Park.  She said that they are still on a boil alert.  She said they are waiting for the Department of Health to two days satisfactory testing.  

ROBERT BRIGNOLA

Robert Brignola said he had asked the Town to provide him with an interpreter since he is a deaf person.  He said this was a part of the long problem he has had with the Town Board and especially with the Supervisor.  He said perhaps the citizens need to better monitor the Town Board as how they go about solving problems.  He said that anything that may have been read in the newspapers never gave them a chance to tell their side of the story.  He said they claimed they called but nobody did.  He said he thought it was in justice that the Town Board comes up with a lot of excuses not to give me an interpreter.  He said that the Town was notified that he was coming and then said they couldn’t find an interpreter.  He said then the next day they call and said they had somebody.  He said he told them that if they found somebody because he told them that if they didn’t find somebody and not one person that is pre-selected that may not be able to appear then the Town is not doing what they should for him.  He said that they don’t live here but they always liked this town.  He said that he found most of the people who live here are very nice and they are not judgmental and they are not prejudicial.  He said if there is anyone who is going to speak against him later on he did not think that was right because he doesn’t know what they are saying.  He said the Town Board could have at least made a pretense to find an interpreter.  He said when he told the town about an interpreter they found somebody but then they said they were coming and then supposedly they were sick.  He said the Town is breaking the law. He said the Town has to call the agencies to get an interpreter you cannot hand pick someone.  He said that if the Town and Mr. Lucia were using good sense they would have called the number he gave them.  He said if a person is disabled and cannot present their case without an interpreter.  He said that before he says something he wants to have a chance to answer.  He said he is deaf he is not hard of hearing.  He said Mr. Rivette complained at last board meeting why does the Town have to pay for an interpreter for Mr. Brignola.  Mr. Brignola said that Mr. Rivette said he has a hearing problem so he was sitting in the back road.  Mr. Brignola said the interpreter is available to anyone not just Mr. Brignola.  Mr. Brignola said at the next meeting he would be here and he hopes that the Town would fulfill the law requirements and have an interpreter.

TOWN CLERK

Town Clerk Farr asked to go on record and tell what exactly happened.  Town Clerk Farr said Mrs. Brignola called her office a few days ago and asked for an interpreter, said they would be at the board meeting which is the arrangement the Town had previously made with the Brignolas.  Town Clerk Farr said they called the interpreter, who has done interpreting for them on other occasions, and left two messages at her home.  Town Clerk Farr said Brignolas came in the other day and left some FOILs and she told them she was still trying to get a hold of the interpreter.  Town Clerk Farr said that the Brignolas gave her the name of an agency, which she contacted and was told they did job placement not interpreting.  The agency gave Town Clerk Farr another place called Glens Falls Association of Hearing and she called there.  She said a girl by the name of Cindy gave her two other people’s names.  She said she then went to the Supervisor and asked what she should do.  She said the Supervisor found a telephone number that the interpreter had given him while he was in Stewarts.  Town Clerk Farr said they called that number and spoke to the interpreter’s mother who told her to call back around 3:30PM.  Town Clerk Farr said when she called back around 3:30 PM she was told that the interpreter would be glad to come to the board meeting and she only needed to be advised of the time.  Town Clerk Farr told her the board meeting was at 7:00 PM.  Town Clerk Farr said that around 2:30 PM or 3:00 PM the Town received a telephone call saying the interpreter had strep throat.  Town Clerk Farr said she telephoned Mrs. Brignola and told her that the interpreter was ill and that the Brignolas could do one of two things – they could come to the board meeting knowing that there would not be an interpreter or they could come to the next meeting with an interpreter.

Supervisor Lucia asked Mrs. Brignola if she wanted to speak and she said no.

Colleen Sheffer asked the man from the Post Star, Charles Figel, if he contact the Brignolas and ask them for their comment.  Mr. Figel answered yes.  Alanna Sears-Mount said that Leigh Hornbeck  from the Times Union had a meeting with the Brignolas and it was in the paper.  Mrs. Mount said Paul Post from the Saratogian also contacted them but they declined.

COUNCILMAN BYRNES

Councilman Byrnes said that he would like to hear Mr. Brignola’s story since Mr. Brignola said nobody heard his side of the story.  Attorney Hafner said that the Town Board makes the rules like the five minute rule but if this is a Town Board issue that you want to waive it they could but they would have to be careful to treat everyone the same.  Supervisor Lucia asked Mrs. Brignola to tell him that they would like to give him another five minutes to tell the board his side. Mr. Brignola said that Mrs. Brignola is ill and this is a very stressful situation for her.  Councilman Byrnes told Mrs. Brignola that he would like to give Mr. Brignola five minutes to tell his side of the story about what is going on down in the trailer park.  

ROBERT BRIGNOLA

Mr. Brignola said that the problem with the park is that they have complied.  He said they have continue to try to fix the water supply since the summer time.  He said he hired Mr. Kornacki.  He said the tenants say Mr. Kornacki is an engineer.  Mr. Brignola said that as far as he knows Mr. Kornacki is just a plumber.  Mr. Brignolas said that Mr. Kornacki installed a water system in the park that has not worked since it was installed.  Mr. Brignola said that he had repeated problems with Mr. Kornacki and Mr. Kornacki called Mrs. Brignola and requested that he move into the park.  He said Mr. Kornacki said he wanted to be the waterman for the park and he wanted to buy the park. Mr. Brignola said he told him no to both.  Mr. Brignola said that they told the Rivettes not to rent the last  trailer to anyone.  Mrs. Rivette asked Mr. Brignola when that was and Mr. Brignola when he finished she could ask him that. Mr. Brignola said they went away for Christmas there was another violation.  Mr. Brignola said that over the Christmas holidays there was a problem and all of a sudden the chlorinator installed by Mr. Kornacki never worked.  Mr. Brignola said someone reported to the sheriff’s office and there is an ongoing investigation since somebody broke into the pump house and stole the chlorinator.  Mr. Brignola said that while they were on Christmas vacation someone else came in the pump house and fooled around with the chlorinator. Mr. Brignola said that Mr. Kornacki never told the Brignolas how to operate the system.    Mr. Brignola said that it was clear from the Sheriff’s Office that there was sabotage and he said whoever did this knew what they were doing.  Mr. Brignola said that threatening the lives of the tenants in the park is not something the Brignolas would do.  Mr. Brignola said the Department of Health did not call them but the Department of Health went to the park.  Mr. Brignola said that there are some puzzling things:  1.  Mr. Brignola said there supposedly was a problem around December 2lst, there was a problem with the water.  Mr. Brignola said at that time the chlorinator was working one bit so it was not possible to have too much chlorination if you don’t have any.   Mr. Brignola said that the water now has passed inspection for a long time and he has the records to show this.  Mr. Brignola said the water is potable according to the Health Department.  He said the fact that they want it chlorinated is a preventive measure.  Mr. Brignola stated that he used to be  the head of the Health Department under the Commissioner.  Mr. Brignola said in the meantime there was too much chlorination.  

Mr. Brignola said that in his opinion someone broke in the pump house and fooled around with the chlorination and caused the problem.  Mr. Brignola said then when they thought they might get caught they broke in again and stole the whole thing.  Mr. Brignola said that this is a serious matter, it is criminal and not civil.  Mr. Brignola said that Mrs. Brignola was accused of doing this and I have proof that she was nowhere around when this happened.     

JAMES RIVETTE

Mr. Rivette said he wanted to thank Mr. and Mrs. Brignola and point out when his wife asked in a low voice when was that Mr. Brignola heard her and everyone in the audience picked up on that.

ALTHEA RIVETTE

Mrs. Rivette said she would like to see a certificate where Mr. Brignola is qualified to have an interpreter.  She said it was a great expense to the town.  She said she thought he needs to prove this.  

ROBERT BRIGNOLA

Mr. Brignola asked the board if he understood someone has asked for certification of his deafness.  He said he had attended Town Board meetings before and was given an interpreter without the Town asking for certification why should he have to provide certification now.  

COLLEEN SHEFFER

Colleen Sheffer said she has lived in the park since December of 2001 with water that they could not drink.  She said when it comes out of her tap it smells like Clorox.  She says her water is not drinkable and has never been drinkable.  She says she has documentation to back that up.  

BARBARA WEATHERWAX

Barbara Weatherwax asked that at every board meeting she would appreciate it if the Town Board would put the moratorium on the agenda and give a status report to the public.  Supervisor Lucia said the Town Board has meeting set up with Ken Green, Philmet says he can explain everything regarding Philmet.  Supervisor Lucia said the board also has a meeting with the engineers, LA Group, James Martin and Meredithe Smith  Supervisor Lucia said they are using LA Group because they helped write the Land Use Ordinance. Supervisor Lucia said they are working on setting up new committees, with resumes being sent in and interviews before the committee can be set up.  Barbara Weatherwax asked if a person had to be a town resident to be on the committee.  Supervisor Lucia said they have not discussed that yet.  Supervisor Lucia said that some of the letters he has been getting are duplicates.  Councilman Byrnes said it is using a lot of town resources, the secretary has to sit there and make numerous copies and if we just got the original and that would make it a lot easier.  Councilman Saunders said that the board had discussed that subject and he thought they had decided to handle it in another way.  Supervisor Lucia said that from this point on the letters will be on the table in the Conference Room with a checklist for the Councilmen to sign when they have read the letters.  Barbara Weatherwax asked why Ken Green was going to be at these meetings.  Supervisor Lucia explained that when Philmet came before the board they said that the Board could talk to Ken Green and he knows what Philmet is talking about.  Councilman Saunders said he understand the purpose of the moratorium is to give the Town Board an opportunity to have that cushion to look at all the options that are out there and to resources all the people that we need to do to make a quality decision.  Barbara Weatherwax said Ken Green has brought trash industry here since 2004 and she said she feels he has an interest in bringing trash to Corinth.  Councilman Saunders said the Town Board is looking at all the options and not just sit there are be against them.  Barbara Weatherwax said the moratorium was written to protect us from the trash industry.  Councilman Saunders said for a six-month period.  Barbara Weatherwax gave the board members copies of correspondence from the Saratoga County Planning Board. She said there are also case studies in this documentation from the Saratoga County Planning Board.  Councilman Byrnes said he was not in favor of extending the moratorium.  He said he felt the board needs to get this work done within six months. Barbara Weatherwax said the County documentation shows that if we are sued we would win because we did everything by the book.  Councilman Saunders said that the Town Counsel said he felt confident that if sued the Town would win.  Barbara Weatherwax said she thought Town Counsel did a great job in preparing the moratorium.  A discussion was had between Barbara Weatherwax and Councilman Saunders regarding the wording of the moratorium.

TIM MURPHY

Tim Murphy said that the Town Attorney clarified the explanation of why those words were changed the way the word and clarify the intent of the moratorium.  Mr. Murphy asked what they were arguing about.  Mr. Murphy said the Town Attorney reassured the board that what the moratorium said even in the changed version would be no problem legally.  Councilman Saunders said he just took a different opinion on it and he just didn’t like changing a document that was in a public hearing.  Mr. Murphy asked if the Town Attorney’s opinion didn’t mean something and Councilman Saunders said we rely it whole-heartedly.  

LOUISE KIRKPARTRICK          

Louise Kirkpatrick said we discussed it before about other communities that were challenged regarding waste management facilities.  Mrs. Kirkpatrick gave the Town Board and Town Attorney a copy of the Town of Root, Montgomery County Waste Management Facility Law.  She said they were challenged in Supreme Court and won and never were appealed.  Mrs. Kirkpatrick also gave the Town Board a copy of a zoning change from Croton, New York. She said perhaps something about nuclear waste should be added.  Supervisor Lucia said he appreciated Mrs. Kirkpatrick making the copies for the board.

ALTHEA RIVETTE

Mrs. Rivette said that over the four years or more the Town brought in water buffalos because the power bill was not paid.  She said she wanted to thank the Town for that.  

GINNY OGDEN

Mrs. Ogden said she hoped that the Town Board does not give Mr. Petruzzo a variance.  Supervisor Lucia said he had not applied for one.  She asked if he did would the Town Board grant it.  Attorney Hafner said that was not something the Town Board could answer that until they had an application before them and that would be prejudging.  Mrs. Ogden asked what the Town could do if Mr. Petruzzo went ahead with the buildings without coming to the Town.  Supervisor Lucia said he talked to DEC again today and they informed him that Mr. Petruzzo still has even got all the things that he needs to do for them to get any permits.  Supervisor Lucia said Mr. Petruzzo still has some preparation work to do.  Mrs. Ogden thanked the Town Board for putting the moratorium in.  She said the majority of the people do not want this and she feels the majority should rule not the minority.

REX MOON

Mr. Moon said he was anxious to know what plans the Town has to work with the Village Board to see if we can present a united front about the problems we are concerned about. Supervisor Lucia said that the Town is working with the Village almost every day and the attorneys are working together.  Mr. Moon asked if he could see something more formal like a group that was working on this.  Supervisor Lucia said that was what the Town was working toward.  

LEIF SANDWICK

Leif Sandwick asked if Mr. Petruzzo’s kitty litter business was funded by IDA.  Supervisor Lucia said that none of Mr. Petruzzo’s businesses was funded through IDA.  Supervisor Lucia said he thought that that was funded through Greenfield Revolving Loan.

ROGER SITTS

Roger Sitts said he thought that Thermo Tech in Canada funded Mr. Petruzzo.  Mr. Sitts said that he found out that if it wasn’t for Barbara and the people here Mr. Petruzzo would be breaking ground and going right now that is how far Mr. Petruzzo’s permit is.

BARBARA WEATHERWAX

Mrs. Weatherwax said she FOILed for information from DEC.  She said Wheelabrator, which is an incineration company, actually has a permit for 250 tons of municipal sludge using an alcoholised stabilizer and Mr. Petruzzo was still operating in 2000 after this permit had expired.  She said the other permit was restricted and expired in 1997 and was only to bring in paper sludge to make kitty litter.  She said that permit had expired and he was still going ahead.  She said Mr. Petruzzo does not have any valid permits at this time.  Supervisor Lucia said Petruzzo did not have to get any Town permits.  She said Mr. Petruzzo is not permitted in any way or form.  Mrs. Weatherwax said there is a program BUD through DEC and you only have to sign up for and he has signed up for that.  She says he does have three events under BUD at the present time.  

WILLIAM SWINBURNE

Mr. Swinburne said he thought we should say Corinth is not going to allow any waste material of any kind.

JEFF SANDWICK

Jeff Sandwick said he would be willing to help with the LDC and he said we need to have positive answers not just negative of what we want for businesses and industry.  He said he thought with his background he would be an asset in this field.

Mr. Sandwick said that five or six years ago being on the board or being the Town Attorney was probably underpaid at best without all this extra going on.  He said he was just wondering if LA Group might have some recommendations so that this kind of situation does not become burdensome to the Town Supervisor, Councilman, Town Attorney, Town Clerk and Building Inspector. 

Supervisor Lucia said a lot of people don’t realize that we have all the every day things that must be taken care along with these.

BRETT STUTTER

Brett Stutter said he wanted to again thank the Town Board and Rose for all they have done.  He said thanks just doesn’t seem like enough.

TIM HANCHETT

Tim Hanchett said he would like to see the status of the moratorium on the agenda.
