SUPERVISOR
Supervisor Lucia read a letter to the residents of the Town and Village thanking the community for coming together during the recent power outage.

Councilman Saunders thanked Councilman Brown and Supervisor Lucia for the hard work they did together.

Supervisor Lucia noted that he had been receiving letters from the residents for the citizens committee. He states he felt the Thursday meeting with the LA Group was a very beneficial meeting but that it was hard to take care of any of those things without power and water and that the board will be continuing with this.

He also noted the special meeting of the Town and Village on February 27, 2006 at 6:00pm at the firehouse to critique the emergency outage, regarding what can be done to make things better in the future.

TOWN BOARD

Councilman Majors states that he would just like to echo that the workshop was good last week in getting into how we make these changes. He also mentioned that he stopped at the Senior Center today and regarding the broken pipes he believes that it sounds if it is a strictly water system then maybe we could put a propylene glycol system to protect against this situation happening again. He knows that this is not cheap but we would be protecting another insurance claim.

Mary Baugh asked if the Supervisor had heard how other residents of the Town and Village have made out as far as pipes bursting?

Supervisor Lucia stated that there were some residents with broken pipes but that he knows the way the law reads that if power is lost to your home that you are responsible for the pipes.  Supervisor Lucia said that the Town had a 24 hour manned telephone line here at the Town Hall for people to call for help or shelter needs. He said that he was very proud of the ability to get hold of lists of people who were on oxygen and that the Town and Village went farther and called relatives to make sure that all were taken care of.

Councilman Byrnes stated that he was also very proud of the community and the generosity they showed.  As well as, the work that Mitch did on the phones checking on people. He felt that with all that was going on it was remarkable how people still came together, very impressive.


BARBARA WEATHERWAX

Barbara Weatherwax states that she has three letters which she handed out to the Town Board.   The letters were as follows:



1) Northumberland Finch Pryun about the stench from the  sludge;



2) Domtar in Cornwall about paper sludge and how hazardous and smelly it is;



3) Communities Fight Back a wonderful documentation about how people are stepping up to the plate when it comes to dealing with sludge. It also talks about some of the things municipalities can do to fight this matter.

Mrs. Weatherwax also wants to know from Code Enforcement Officer Mann if he has heard or got anything back about the water testing being done?

Code Enforcement Officer Mann said that he has not heard back yet. It has only been two weeks and that he should be hearing from them the first part of next week.

Dianne Jordan wants to know if we have made any progress on the zoning laws?

Supervisor Lucia states that is what they were just talking about and they would continue on with our efforts.
