After Roll Call the following business was conducted:

Supervisor Lucia
Supervisor Lucia told the board that there was a few presenters that were suppose to speak today but have called and cancelled. He told the Board that there are a lot in line for future meetings. He stated that Rick Jarvis from LaBarge Group was supposed to be here at 4:05 for the CDBG Grant.

Supervisor Lucia stated that there used to be quarterly meetings with himself, the Mayor and the Supervisors from Hadley and Lake Luzerne. He stated that they just had one today and it was an eventful meeting.  It was to find out what was going on in other Towns, they discussed municipal cooperation and other ways of helping each other.

Supervisor Lucia stated that Philmet had cancelled their meeting for March 08, 2006 for a later date due to paperwork they need to finish.

Supervisor Lucia stated that the building was without power again today and that National Grid had been called.

Rick Jarvis ( LaBarge Group) CDBG Grant

Public Hearing opened at 4:05 PM with Town Clerk Farr reading the Public Notice published January 27th and February 20th, 2006.

Supervisor Lucia states that we are required to have two public hearings.

Rick Jarvis stated that there were four things that he needed to discuss today.



1) Recap of the First meeting- CDBG Funds is a fancy new name for HUD Funds. The HUD funds are turned over to individual states and the state agency that handles it is called GOSC (Government office of small cities). The Town has applied for a 400,000 Grant.



2) He stated that they would be fixing approximately 15-16 homes with about 25,000 in funds each. They could still use additional applicants. The target area is the Town Of Corinth



3) The Town could still use additional applicants and will continue to take applicants and will propose a cut off date if we are awarded the grant then at that point we will put the applicants in a pool and review.



4) Time Schedule- Grants are awarded in the fall of this year and the project will finished within two years.

Rick Jarvis asks if there are any questions?

Councilman Majors wants to know about the selection process in regards to the applicant, how does that happen and who makes that decision?

Rick Jarvis said that they have requested income surveys that they have collected and that is, it will be very clear that those who have done the income surveys must also fill out the application. Then we will review all the applications and it will not be based on a first come first serve basis but on need, unless told differently by the Board

Supervisor Lucia and Board members agreed that it should be based on need.

Motion was made by Councilman Major and seconded by Councilman Saunders to close the Public Hearing
