The Department of Environmental Conservation has previously notified the Corinth Town Board
that it desired to be the State Environmental Quality Review Act SEQRA Lead Agency for the
environmental review of the application from Bedminster Saratoga LLC to construct and operate a solid
waste composting facility. Since this Department received no comments from the Corinth Town Board
to dispute this decision the Department has been acting as the SEQRA Lead Agency for this project and
has made a determination that no significant environmental impacts will occur.

Since the Department’s determination that it would act as SEQRA lead agency the project
sponsor has notified us that the Corinth Town Planning Board has site plan review jurisdiction over the
project and should have been listed as an involved agency on the SEQRA Environmental Assessment
Form prepared by the applicant. In response to this information, T have enclosed a copy of the EAF that
was submitted with the application for this project.

The Department believes that while the Corinth Planning Board may have review jurisdiction
over the Bedminster project, the determination of no significant environmental impact is still binding.
This determination is based upon section 617.6 (b) (3) (ii1) of 6NYCRR Part 617, State Environmental
Quality Review.

The Department has already furnished the Corinth Planning Board with documents related to
other DEC regulated activities at the project site and will gladly continue to aid your review of this
project in any way possible.

1) Public Hearing is required

2) The Town Board passes a resolution to establish a Water District

3) Petition has to be filed with the Town Clerk for referendum

RESOLUTION #112

ORDER FOR PUBLIC HEARING

ON FORMATION OF WATER DISTRICT
WHEREAS, the developer of the Passarelli Subdivision has requested the Corinth Town Board to form a new Water District in accordance with New York Town Law Article 12-A for the purpose of delivering water purchased from the Village of Corinth to the portion of the Town where the Subdivision is located; and 

WHEREAS, Garry Robinson, P.E. has prepared a map, plan and report for providing such water service to the portion of the Town where the Subdivision is located; and

WHEREAS, the Map, Plan and Report has been duly filed in the office of the Corinth Town Clerk; and

WHEREAS, the boundaries of the proposed Water District are as described in Exhibit A to this Order; and

WHEREAS, the improvements proposed are as follows:

Installation of an 8” diameter DIP extending from the existing Village of Corinth water line in Main Street to the Passarelli Subdivision, looping through the Subdivision to an existing 8” diameter Village of Corinth water line in Eggleston Street; and installation of 9 fire hydrants at a maximum spacing of 600’; and

WHEREAS, the maximum amount proposed to be expended for such improvements is Three Hundred Forty-nine Thousand Seven Hundred Dollars ($349,700); and

WHEREAS, the developer of the Subdivision will incur all costs for the proposed water system, so no financing by the Town on behalf of the proposed District will be required; and

WHEREAS, the typical property is the typical one or two family home; and

WHEREAS, the estimated cost of District user fees to a typical 

property would be $235 per year, and the estimated initial cost of the 

hook-up fee and engaging a private contractor to construct a water

service connection from the property line to the structure would range from approximately $800 to $1,100; and

WHEREAS, connection to the District water system would be optional for properties outside the Passarelli Subdivision and those residents or landowners would incur no costs if they chose not to connect to the water system; however, it would be mandatory for all lots within the Passarelli Subdivision to be connected to the District water system with the developer of the Subdivision incurring the cost of initial hook-up; and

WHEREAS, a detailed explanation of how the estimated cost of 

water service connection and user fees and the cost of constructing the District water system were computed has been filed with the Corinth Town Clerk for public inspection; and

WHEREAS, the Map, Plan and Report describing such improvement is 

on file in the office of the Corinth Town Clerk for public inspection. 

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED BY THE CORINTH TOWN BOARD AS FOLLOWS:


ORDERED, that the Corinth Town Board shall meet at the Corinth Town Hall, 600 Palmer Avenue, Corinth, New York, on March 23, 2006, at 4:05 o'clock P.M. for the purpose of conducting a public hearing on the proposal to form the Passarelli Subdivision Water District with the improvements specified above, at which time and place all persons interested in the subject thereof may be heard concerning the same; and it is further

ORDERED, that the Corinth Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish a copy of this Order in the Glens Falls Post Star and post a copy of the same on the sign board of the Town of Corinth, in the time and manner required by law, and to file a certified copy of this Order with the State Comptroller on or about the date of publication.

Clough. Harbour & Associates LLP (CHA) has prepared this letter to summarize the results of the surface
water and residential well sampling activities relative to the Petruzzo Products facility (property or site) in the
Town of Corinth, New York. The sampling activities were conducted on February $-10, 2006 in accordance
with our proposal to the Town dated January 25, 2006.

In general, the objective of the sampling program was to determine if runoff from the organic
composting/manure storage operations at the site have negatively impacted the water quality in the Heath
Brook and also domestic wells in the vicinity of the site. This report provides a summary of the sampling
activities including the locations of each samnple, the results of the laboratory analysis, and our conclusions
generated therefrom.

Backaround and Scope of Work

On February 9-10, 2006, CHA collected a total of three surface water samples from the Heath Brook
located east of the Petruzzo property. At the request of the Town's Health Officer, CHA also collected
two water samples from two residential wells located in the vicinity of the Petruzzo property. All samples
were collected by qualified CHA personnel. Mr. Fred Mann of the Town of Corinth was present at the
time of sample collection for both the residential and surface water sampling activities. Mr. Ralph
Petruzzo was also present during the collection of the surface water samples from the Heath Brook. The
samples were collected using accepted procedures for surface water sampling. A summary of the
sampling activities is provided below:

Surface Water Sample Collection

The surfuce water sample locations were selected based on field observations, a review of aerial
photography and topographica! mapping. and based on the expected site drainage patterns. The location
of each surface water sample is illustrted by Figure 1. The first sample location, designated SW-1 was
collected upstream of the site at the convergence point of the Heath Brook and an unnamed tributary.
This location was collected beyond the property line of the site, and is considered an
upgradienvbackground sample location. The second sample location, desiznated SW-2, was collected

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from the Heath Brook at 2 location east-southeast of the composing operations. The second location is in
the apparent downgradient drainage direction from the compositing operations conducted on the southeast
portion of the site in an area where the brook passes through a wetland/swampy area. This location is
alse located downgradient of the man-made drainage features, which are repertedly intended to collect
and control runoff from the composting operations. Runoff entering these features is then directed to a
low-lying wetland area, which ultimately drains to Health Brook in the vicinity of sample location SW-2.

The third sample location, designated as SW-3. was also collecied from Heath Brook in the vicinity of the
northeast property corner. This sample is located downstream of the majority of the Petruzzo site.

Prior to sample collection. field parameter measurements including pH, emperature. turbidity, dissolved
oxygen, and conductivity were collected from each surface water sample location. Each surface water
sample was then collected by dipping a pre<cleaned, disposable beaker into the stream and immediately
transterring the collected water into the appropriate lahoratory supplied container. The surface water
samples were then placed on ice in & rigid cooler and shipped via overnight ceurier to a qualified
laboratory. The surface water samples were analyzed for total coliform, biochemical oxygen demand
(BOD). nitrate, ammonia. and the major cations and anions (magnesium, sodium, calcium, potassium,
sulfate. chloride, alkalinity).

The above parameters are a limited suite of general indicators of water quality and basic water chernistry.
Elevated concentrations of total coliform. BOD. nitrate, and ammonia in the downgradient samples could
potentially indicate that the stream is being negatively impacted by runoff from composting/manure
processing operations. Similarly, significant changes in the downgradient concentrations of the major
cations and anions compared to the upgradient location can also indicate potential impacts from runoff.

Residential Well Sample Collection

In addition to the surface water samples, two groundwater samples were collected from two residential
wells located in the vicinity of the Petruzzo Property. The residential well sample locations were selected
based on discussions with the Town's Health Officer and the relatively close proximity of these wells to
the Petruzzo composting operations. Due to the fact that there is insufficient availuble hydrogeclogic data
10 accurately determine the downgradient direction of groundwater flow, these well locations were
selected due to their close proximity to the site. und are considered representative of the groundwater
quality to the north and south of the site. The residential well sampling included the foliowing locations:

Residential Well R-1 Loughran Drive (North of Petruzzo Composting Facility)
Corinth, New York

Residential Well R-2- Main Street (South of Petruzzo Compesting Facility)
Corinth, New York
The residential well Jecations are illustrated by Figure 1. Both residential well sumples were collected
from a point in the water systein before any in-house treatment system or water sofiening equipment. The
sample collected from residential well R-1 was collected from the Kitchen faucet and the sample from
residential well R-2 was collected from the bathroom faucet.

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Prior to sample collection, the water systems were purged by running the water for a minimum period of
20 minutes. During the purging activities, field parameters including pH, temperature, conductivity.
dissolved oxygen, and turbidity were monitored to evaluate well stabi on and ensure that a
representative groundwater sample was collected. Similar to the surfage water samples, the residennal
well samples were placed in the appropriate laboratory supplied containers, placed on ice in a rigid cooler,
and delivered via overnight courier to the laboratory. The residential well samples were analyzed for total
coliform. E. Coli, biochemical oxygen demand (BOD), nitrate, ammonia, and the major cations and
anions (magnesium, sodium, calcium, potassium, sulfate, chloride, alkalinity), the RCRA eight metals,
and herbicides. It should be noted that a sample for total coliform and E.Coli was not collected from
residential well R-2. Based on CHA's conversation with the Town's Health Officer, a bacteria sample
was recently collected from this residence, the results of which were negative.

Results and Conclusions

The complete laboratory deliverable package is included as Attachment A. The surface water and
residential well sample results are summarized in Tables 1 and 2, respectively. In general, the water
samples were evaluated by comparing the results to applicable water quality standards and/or guidance
values. More specifically, the surface water samples were compared to the New York State ambient
water quality standards and/or guidance values 1s listed in the NYSDEC, Division of Water Technical
and Operational Guidance Series (1.1.1):; Ambient Water Quality Standards and Guidance Values, and
Groundwater Effluent Limitations (TOGS 1.1.1 ). The residential well samples were compared (o the
maximum contaminant concentrations (MCLS) for drinking water as listed in the New York State
Department of Health (NYSDOH) Part 5 regulations. (10 NYCRR Part 5 regulations).

In addition to comparing the surface water results to the New York State ambient water quality values, the
surface water samples were also evaluated by comparing the downgradient sample results samples SW-2
and SW-3) with the results obtained from the upgradient sample location (SW-1). A discussion of the
results is provided below.

As illustrated by Table 1, there were no parameters detected in the surface water samples at levels above
NYSDEC water quality standards. Although the sample results identified the presence of total coliform
and E.Coli in the surface water samples, the levels were relatively low and within the expected natural
range of concentrations for streams. such as the Heath Brook. The presence of total coliform is a general
indicator of possible sewerage contamination. However, coliform bacteria are group of bacteria that are
widespread in nature and naturally present in most surface waters. Total coliform bacteria include both
fecal and non-fecal bacteria. E. Coli on the other hand, is a single species in the fecal coliform group and
is an indicator of and is specific 10 fecal materials from humans or other warm-blooded animals, Sources
of fecal contamination to surface waters include wastewater treatment plants, on-site septic systems,
domestic and wild animal manure, and storm runoff. Since the level of total coliform in the downgradient
surface water samplzs is not significantly elevated compared (o the upgradient sample result, it is
concluded thal the composting operations have not adversely impacted the Heath Brook. In addition, the
relatively high level of dissolved oxygen. the low turbidity levels, and the fact that BOD was below
detection limits suggests that there is no significant loading of organic matter w the stream from the

composting operations.

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Overall. the downgradient surface water sample results are generally comparable with the upgradient
results. Although a slight increase in concentration is noted for most parameters in the down gradient
samples, the variubility is attributed to natural sample variation. These increases in concentrations were
relatively small and do not indicate any negative impact to the stream. The changing concentrations are
likely attributed to the fact that the upgradient sample was collected from a location at the convergence of
Health Brook and the unnamed tributary, while the down gradient samples were collected from a slightly
different regime. More specifically, the downgradient samples were collected from areas where Heath
Brook passes through a wetland/swampy area that will naturally influence water quality.

" Based on a review of the residential sample results (Table 2), there were no parameters detected at levels
above drinking water standards at either residential well location. It shou!d be noted that the sodium
concentration of 55 mg/L detected in the sample collected from residential well R-1 was above the
established guidance value of 20 my/L for those individuals on severely restricted sodium diets.
However, the slightly elevated level of sodium could be attributable to natural conditions. The elevated
level of sodium is not indicative of potential impacts from the composting operations.

Based on the limited surface water and residential well sample results, there does not appear 10 be any
impacts to Heath Brook or to the aforementioned residential wells as a result of the Petruzzo composting
operations. It should however be noted that our conclusions are based solely on one sampling event.
Seasonal conditions and variations in precipitation can potentiafly influence runoff patterns and ultimately
impucts o the brook. As a result, the Town may wish to consider conducting an additional surface water
sampling event in the late summer/early fall, particularly following one or more rainfal! events.

SUPERVISOR’S MONTHLY REPORT

RESOLVED that the Supervisor’s the monthly report for February, 2006 is approved as submitted.

TOWN BOARD

Councilman Saunders stated that when they were sworn in back in January, one could never believe the amount of information that has to be read just to have an idea of what is to be talked about or  voted on. He said the first major vote was on the moratorium and I was not comfortable or prepared for the vote to take place. He said he felt very comfortable with his no vote, although he probably should’ve abstained. He said he did not feel that he had all the information needed and there was information that was very conflicting. He said that he has received approximately 8 letters that requested him to step on board with the other board members. He said that he took the time to look up the phone numbers of these people and to contact them and explain the issues that he had and why he could not vote yes at that time. He said that it was not so much that he was opposed to the Moratorium but that he did not feel that he had enough information to make the right vote. 

Councilman Saunders states that he has been presented with an e-mail that he feels is just blatantly untrue. He proceeds to read from the  e-mail as follows ”I have been told by a number of citizens that Mitch Saunders has called them”  “ at the meeting he was not mad at the Town Board members. He was in disagreement”. Councilman Saunders states that he was certainly in disagreement,  but if his nervousness of first time voting on a major issue spilled over then he apologizes.  He still felt that he did not have enough information to make the right vote. Councilman Saunders refers to the minutes where he stated that he needed about three more weeks and he would have been prepared for the vote. The reading of the e-mail continues as follows ”He is against the trash industry” Councilman Saunders states that you must understand that your experiences in life dictate the decisions that you make. He said he has had the opportunity while working with his previous employer to move to Huntsville, Alabama. He said there is a  burn plant there where they burn their trash. He said he  did not know it until his wife brought it to his attention when they went to this place called the Avitorium. A huge lighted building with two Olympic pools, all kinds of soccer fields, football fields, Baseball fields., and that it gets it’s energy from that burn plant. Councilman Saunders said that you could be for trash or against trash. You can say that we don’t want trash because it’s the image,  that’s a reasonable argument. H said he is not against trash because he has lived in a community that has done trash. Councilman Saunders continues on with the e-mail ” You say that paper sludge being added to the Moratorium is illegal” He said he feels that it’s just a difference of opinion. Councilman Saunders said that the board has been accused in the past, rightfully or wrongfully so, of rubber stamping and having no comments. He said he has concerns with them adding things to the moratorium, this was just his conscious and his decision. ” He is saying that the moratorium needs to be reintroduced publicly, it does not according to the Town Attorney” Councilman Saunders states that he never said that. In fact when he talked to Roger Sitts, Roger Sitts stated to him that he could take the political pressure off the Town Board and the Village Board and said lets put it to a vote. Councilman Saunders thought that was a great idea and the right thing to do. He said according to the Town Supervisor that can’t be done. Roger came down and was looking for Councilman Saunders the next day and he indicated that he wanted to take back the idea of putting it up for a vote. Councilman Saunders states that it wasn’t his idea but certainly agreed with it.

Councilman Saunders states to Barbara Weatherwax that it‘s right here, you can have a copy. He said Mrs. Weatherwax was putting this in this e-mail. Barbara replied “I am ?” Councilman Saunders asks her if she is the “ The heart of God” Barbara Weatherwax replies “yes” Councilman Saunders replies then this is your e-mail.

Councilman Saunders continues with thee-mail ” he contradicts himself and what he has already said” He asked  where he is contradicting. He said he stuck with this vote and explained the reasons why he couldn’t vote for it. He states that being new on the board with all the paperwork and material to read he would like to say yes but that he is not going to do it that way. The e-mail goes on to say “Saunders has continued to make it abundantly clear that he is for Philmet and the trash industry” Councilman Saunders said he wants to know where Mrs. Weatherwax gets that from? He asked is it because he actively goes out there and seeks opportunities to see both sides of the issue? He asked if that meant that he was for something or against something, or is it because he’s trying to get all the information to make a quality decision! He said the e-mail continues “Saunders continues on his campaign to get the moratorium thrown out and is illegal” Councilman Saunders said that it is not illegal. He said that he  just had a difference of opinion on the moratorium and the way it was presented. He said the e-mail goes on ” Saunders is not on the same page as the rest of the Town the town moratorium is a law and we are now going forward to put the laws on the books.” 
Councilman Saunders said that the Board is moving forward they have met with the LA Group and will have an opportunity to meet with DEC. He said the Board is looking for a committee to be established, and is moving forward with this. He goes on with the e-mail again “Saunders needs to get with the program and stop trying to sabotage the town, with all efforts going forward and concentrate on doing the laws and zoning amendments.” “At the village Board meeting Wednesday 02/15/2006 to our dismay Saunders choose to sit with Adrienne Hull and Ray Bush in the back of the room rather than sit with Councilman Charlie Brown. His message is loud and clear.” Councilman Saunders wants to know if he is really being measured on whom he talks to and whom he associates with? Mrs. Weatherwax said then she is being measured too!

Lynn Dishon speaks up and questions about personal attacks, he said that if the public were  to do something like this there would be a halt to it immediately. A discussion ensued and the Town Attorney Bob Haffner told the public that Councilman Saunders had the floor. 

Councilman Saunders stated that he sat with Ray Bush and then Adrienne came up and sat with him. He said that Barbara could come and sit with him, if she wishes. Councilman Saunders that he is not against Mrs. Weatherwax and he is not anti-anything. He said that he is going to gather the facts and talk to everybody to make the right decision. Councilman Saunders said that the Public and himself may not agree this time but you can be sure that every decision that he makes will be inundated with data. He said he just hopes people realize how diligent he is in trying to understand what comes in front the Board.

Councilman Major spoke to Laurie Crossman about the heating system in the Senior Center. He said that he had done research on the heating system and found  that if they went with an antifreeze system that 99% of the time it causes more problems with older systems such as that in the Senior Center. Laurie stated that the furnace in the building is new. Councilman Byrnes questioned the use of a generator? Councilman Brown stated that he has applied to National Grid for a load calculation for the Senior Center.

Councilman Major
 states that he has reviewed the Morgan Estates paperwork and that he feels that this is a good project that needs to move forward. He stated that it is still in a PDD status, and that there is a comment in there that states  the town is going to take over the cemetery. He said he feels that the developer should fence the cemetery, clear the trees and put a path in there. He also feels that a  historical sign  should be placed on the cemetery. These conditions could be written in prior to approval.

Rachael Clothier said that it was the Peter Berkwith Cemetery and  originally the developers came before the Planning Board and denied that there was a cemetery on the property. Rachael told the board that there are only two stones but there is believed to be more unmarked graves in that area.

Councilman Majors states that he did not see any subdivision maps in the packet. He asked  if Fred Mann had seen any new maps?

Code Enforcement Officer Mann states that he has only seen the one last submitted to the Planning Board.

Supervisor Lucia stated that when Morgan Estates first presented their plans to the Planning Board, the Town Board had a list of things that the Board didn’t like and other things that would be required. This packet is in response to our Boards request.

Councilman Saunders wants to know if the trash that was on the property was removed? Code Enforcement Officer Fred Mann said that he went down to the property about one month ago with Louise Reed and that 99% of the cars down there have been removed. He said that all the tires are gone.

Councilman Byrnes stated that he too had also received some interesting e-mails. He said he  has had a conversation with Barbara Weatherwax after one of the Board meetings. He said he told her that he was a little upset about the way that he was quoted in some of the papers.  He said she stated that she had no control over what the people in the citizens group say.  Councilman Byrnes says that Mrs. Weatherwax is the Spokesperson for the group. He also  states that he has received some e-mails from “The Heart of God”. Councilman Byrnes apologizes to Mr. Dishon but he feels that he is being attacked by these e-mails that Mrs. Weatherwax is sending out. He said he feels he has to defend himself.

Mr. Dishon  told the Board that if this was the other way around and councilman had sent e-mails and the audience stood up and attacked the councilman the council would stop it. He states that now it’s going the other way and there seems to be no problem with it.  Mr. Dishon said that is the problem he has.

Councilman Byrnes states that this Board is trying to work through the moratorium and do the best that they can do for the whole entire community. He said when there are people out there undermining what the Board is trying to do, he doesn’t think that is right. Councilman Byrnes said that we are all suppose to be working together. He stated that when Mrs. Weatherwax turns around and talks “ about  American Ref-fuel in 2004 when the others were not on the board and completely don’t have a reference point although Louise  reminded me that Mitch and Ed spoke up for American Ref-Fuel during the 2004 round of trash” Councilman Byrnes said he would like Mrs. Weatherwax to explain to him where she got this information from. Barbara Weatherwax wants to now what’s the date on the e-mail? Councilman Byrnes told her that it was February 10th of this year. Mrs. Weatherwax wants to now what it says again? Councilman Byrnes said the email says that I came out on behalf of American Ref-Fuel or any trash industry. He said after the debate he did attend the informational meetings that American Ref-fuel had at the school and that was his responsibility as a citizen to get both sides of the story so he could make an informed decision. He said that also had no intentions at that time for running for the Town Board. He said that after the debate he walked up to Louise and asked if he could sign her petition. Councilman Byrnes asked Louise if she remembers him signing and she states that she does not.

Councilman Byrnes asked why Mrs. Weatherwax is saying that he spoke up for American Ref-Fuel.  He said he never ever spoke up for American Ref-Fuel. Barbara Weatherwax stated that she doesn’t remember this incident.  Councilman Byrnes asked Barbara Weatherwax if she knows what she is printing in her e-mails? Barbara Weatherwax stated that she will come up and look at it and discuss it with him after the meeting. She said she wouldn’t say anything negative towards him.

Councilman Byrnes states that he has a problem with the statements that are being made out there that are not true about the Board or about himself especially. He said he didn’t  think that the Town is going to make much progress with stuff like that out there.  He said he didn’t  know if Barbara Weatherwax is trying to undermine the Board or instill fear in this group so that they can’t trust the Town Board. He said Barbara Weatherwax also questioned whether the board understood what the moratorium is. He said the Town Board understood the whole concept of the moratorium. He said what he didn’t understand was the tactics that were resorted to.  He said he signed the petition and he also voted for the moratorium on February 10th. Barbara Weatherwax stated that there is no problem with him. Councilman Byrnes states that Barbara Weatherwax told him that she was the spokesperson for this group so that is why he is addressing her. Barbara Weatherwax stated that there is no problem whatsoever with him or the rest of the board. Councilman Byrnes stated that he doesn’t have any problem with the group itself. He said he feels that these lies and deception are the poison that is polluting this community. He stated the group supports the cause, but he said it is just the way that the group is resorting to these type of tactics that is wrong.

TOWN ATTORNEY

Attorney Hafner states that he has a resolution to adopt a policy about computer system security breach notification. The state legislature passed a law concerning computer security that is suppose to be implemented within a 130 days.  Attorney Hafner stated that he has put together a policy that agrees with the statue. He said the private information that is of most concern are social security numbers, driver license numbers etc.  He said this policy will make the town compliant with the statue and the board may come back and make revisions at a later time. Councilman Major asked if it is going to be our job to notify individuals if there is a breech. Attorney Hafner states that the Town is responsible for notifying the individual whose information was breeched. Councilman Major wants to know what kind of security measures do the Town currently has in place? Attorney Hafner states that the resolution has to be passed by April 7th. Councilman Brown states that the Town has a hardware router (a fire wall) protection downstairs and on their software in the Town Hall. Town Clerk Rose Farr states that the Town has passwords and Norton anti-Virus on the computers in the Town Hall. Councilman Brown states that the Town has an Internet policy but he doesn’t believe that the Town has a security policy. Attorney Hafner states that it doesn’t legally tell the Town to go tell the sheriff, however if the Town does and the Sheriff’s office requests that the Town wait on notifying the individual then the Town should. Councilman Saunders suggest that the Board wait until the next workshop to discuss the resolution possibly invite the computer people to a workshop.

He said he is looking for the Board’s input on what the Town is going to do with it or if the Town Board needs to have a workshop on it.  Supervisor Lucia said that the Town Board  would probably have to have a workshop on it because the board has quite a list from the state auditor on what needs to be done.  He said he needs to let the new board members review this list.

PUBLIC

Barbara Weatherwax talked about the letter from DEC sent to the Town Board in August of 2005 and how the letter was never sent to the Planning Board only to the Town.  She said the Town chose not to respond. She said that the Planning Board had a right to respond because the special permit had to go through the Planning Board, but the Planning Board wasn’t personally notified. Barbara Weatherwax stated that the Planning Board can take lead agency at this point. She said Larry Benton from Saratoga County told her that he doesn’t know why if anyone is not happy with the Negative Declaration, and at any point before DEC gives the permit, they can write a letter and say that the Town is under a moratorium.  He said the letter should state that the Planning Board can’t act on this, but they do want to be an involved agency and be involved in the final decision. Barbara Weatherwax states that this would be an opportunity for the Town Board or the Planning Board or both to just write that letter and be active so that the Planning Board can change this to a positive declaration with some environmental research. Supervisor Lucia states that the Town Board just received that letter and the Planning Board members have not even had a chance to look at it yet. Barbara states that she’s glad it came because she has had people asking her where it is.

Councilman Majors asks when you say active does that mean that the Planning Board would be lead agency? Supervisor Lucia states yes. Barbara states that the Planning Board could just get in on it.  She also said that the Planning Board could claim their own SEQR if they say that they don’t agree with the Negative Declaration, it just take a letter.

Supervisor Lucia states that he believes that that is what Mrs. Reed was getting at when she was inquiring is if the Planning Board could inquire.

Attorney Hafner states that how he reads their letter, the determination has already been made and the SEQR decision is over.  He said he doesn’t know whether DECs failure to include the planning board reopens it and would have to look into it for the Town.

Barbara Weatherwax stated that according to what she understands it is up to the Town Board or the Planning Board to make that statement to DEC. Supervisor Lucia wants to know if she got that information from Mr. Haynes at DEC? Barbara Weatherwax  stated that she got it from Larry Benton in Saratoga County. She said he told her they need to write a letter that the Planning Board is not happy with the negative declaration and they want to make it positive 30 days before the negative declaration is issued.  She said that is the time frame in which the Town must be notified and she stated that the Town was but not the Planning Board. She said the Planning Board is questioning this and they do have right to step on board and they could start their own SEQR.

Supervisor Lucia says that the Town will have our Attorney look into this and then go back and talk with Walter Haynes again. Barbara Weatherwax stated that she has delivered quite a few letters to Supervisor Lucia regarding the variance. Supervisor Lucia stated that the Board has a new system for all members to read these letters. He said it is good that we have people out there to volunteer to help us. He stated that like Councilman Saunders said there is a wealth of information and not only does the Town get it from Mrs. Weatherwax’s group, but there are many other citizens sending in letters, folders and such.

Supervisor Lucia stated that the Corinth Emergency Squad is celebrating its 60th Anniversary on Thursday March 16th and we are going to be planning some type of recognition for them at a later date.

With no further business, on a motion of Councilman Byrnes, seconded by Councilman Saunders, the meeting was adjourned at 8:45 PM. Carried unanimously.
