After Roll Call the following business was conducted:

Supervisor Lucia

Supervisor Lucia went over what the New York State Comptroller said about the Town’s sandpit and how it should be operated.  The following is a letter from the State Comptroller regarding same, which Supervisor Lucia read:

Supervisor Lucia told Highway Superintendent Plummer that Town Attorney Hafner said we had to sell the sand at fair market value.  Highway Superintendent Plummer said it would cost the Town money if they did not sell it at their rate.  Councilman Byrnes asked Mr. Plummer if he was right that the sand is pretty much useless a person is using it to fill in holes.  Mr. Plummer said exactly and Mr. Plummer has nowhere to put the sand except where it is now and it piles up so much.  Mr. Plummer said the Town gave it away at first and then they decided to sell it for money to pay for the fuel and the help. 

Supervisor Lucia read the following letter from the State Comptroller regarding the sandpit:

Dear Supervisor Lucia,

Although our recent on site visit resulted in a determination that the Town was not in need of any
further services from our Office at this time, as we discussed during our meeting on July 25",
I've put together some suggestions that may be of use in strengthening internal controls and
managing Town assets in relation to the sale of fill from the Town sand pit. The following are
for your consideration:

ll/To secure the sand pit facility, consider placing new locks on all gates into the facility
and ensure that only Town officials and employees who need access to the site have keys.
Those having keys should not make copies or provide them to unauthorized personnel.

M The Town should clearly post the hours when fill is available to the public and the sand
pit facility should be locked at all other times.

‘/To limit the Town’s liability, you should secure all Town equipment, including the
equipment at the sand pit, and ensure that Town equipment is not utilized by anyone
other than Town employees who are qualified and authorized to use it

)/ Fill tickets should be press-numbered (one sequence for each of the three load sizes) and
issued in sequence.

\/Whoever is responsible for selling fill tickets should list the fill ticket numbers on the
duplicate receipts issued to customers and all fill ticket receipts should be deposited by
the responsible official in accordance with the statutory requirements prescribed for that

office.

v To strengthen controls, duties related to the cash collections and accounting for the sale
of fill from the sand pit should be separated. For example, the Board could authorize the
Town Clerk to sell the fill tickets.
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V The equipment operator at the sand pit should fill out a daily activity sheet listing the
date, the names of all customers who were provided fill, the amount of fill provided, and
the pickup ticket numbers used by the customers.

o At the end of the day, the operator should reconcile the total loads provided to
customers listed on the daily sheet with the tickets collected.
o The operator should attach the tickets collected to the daily sheet and sign the

sheet.

V The Highway Superintendent should first review the daily sheets prepared by the
equipment operator before forwarding them to the Supervisor on a daily basis.

« Ona monthly basis, the Supervisor or a designated employee such as the bookkeeper or
the accountant should compare the ticket sales to the tickets redeemed at the sand pit, and
prepare a list of any tickets outstanding. A large fluctuation in outstanding tickets should

be investigated.

1 have attached a sample daily activity sheet for your use in recording sales of fill at the sand pit.
You may wish to further modify this sample sheet to better fit your needs.

1 hope these suggested procedures will be of use to the Town. We will contact the Town in the
future to follow up on your efforts and discuss any further assistance we may have to offer at that
time. In the meantime, if you have any further questions, please feel free to contact our Glens
Falls office, One Broad Street Plaza, Glens Falls, NY 12801 at (518) 793-0057.

Supervisor Lucia suggested that he and Highway Superintendent Plummer place a conference call to the Town Attorney and see what could be decided.

RESOLVED that resident commercial hauler, Bruce Carpenter, will be charged $.07 per pound when they bring in trash from the Town of Corinth residents and $.10 a pound when he brings in trash from outside.

 Supervisor

Supervisor Lucia gave each of the board members a letter he received from Louise Kirkpatrick regarding Philmet and Petruzzo. 

Supervisor Lucia told the Town Board that a meeting has been scheduled with the Village Board for Wednesday, April 19th, at 6:00 PM at the Firehouse to discuss the LDC.

Supervisor Lucia said that he spoke to Sandy Cross of the Saratoga County Office of the Aging and found out that the federal and state governments are giving money to the county to do an outreach program as Wendy Granger Stein had spoke about.  Supervisor Lucia said that Sandy Cross said she would like to speak to Wendy Granger Stein and perhaps they could use her services.  Councilman Saunders said he thought we would by now be advertising for a public meeting to be held at the school.  Supervisor Lucia said he spoke to Wendy Granger Stein and told her to contact Sandy Cross.   

Councilman Byrnes asked when the County was going to publish something telling our citizens that they are conducting this outreach program. Supervisor Lucia said that the Town could still do that. Councilman Saunders said he hoped the Town could come up with something.  Supervisor Lucia said that he discussed the matter with Village Mayor Winslow and he said he was very interested.  Supervisor Lucia suggested that the Town wait until Sandy Cross and Wendy Granger Stein have had a chance to meet to go ahead with this.

HIGHWAY SUPERINTENDENT

Highway Superintendent Harry Plummer asked if the wood that the town highway department cuts along the roadway, on highway right of way, would that have to be sold at fair market value.  Mr. Plummer says the way they now do it is an ad is published in the paper stating that any resident in need of firewood may go the landfill and pick up some.  Supervisor Lucia said he didn’t think that was the same as the sand but he would check with the Town Attorney and get back to him.

L A GROUP

Meredithe Smith gave the Town Board members information for them to review that she obtained at APA Local Government Day a couple weeks ago on Outdoor Wood Burning Furnaces.

ELDER COTTAGE

Meredithe Smith also distributed to the board members material on Elder Cottages, refined terms on Special Permits and an outline of what a Draft Environmental Impact Statement is like.

Meredith Smith said our definition of an Elder Cottage is as follows:  

“Elder cottages are accessory structures and uses intended to permit adult children to provide small, temporary homes for their aging parents who are in need of support.  Elder Cottages must undergo sit plan review by the Planning Board.  Approval shall be granted upon finding that the structure complies with all applicable standards of Schedule 1 and Article 6.  The Planning Board must also find that the property is large enough and has adequate services (water, sewer, and electric) to accommodate the use.    

The elder cottage shall be removed from the premises upon the death of the occupant, unless the other occupant (if there be such) and the resident in the principal dwelling specifically request the Planning Board a continuation of the permit.  The elder cottage shall otherwise be removed upon a permanent change of residence of the said occupant or occupants.

Removal shall be completed within ninety (90) days of such event and the site 

shall be restored so that no visible evidence of the unit remains.

Manufactured/mobile homes may be used as elder cottages.”

Meredithe Smith suggested the following additions to our regulations:

Use Limitations

· Shall not be occupied by more than two persons, and must be the same persons listed on the application.
· Occupants shall be persons 55 years or older.
· At least one of the persons shall be a parent, grandparent of one of the owners and occupants of the principal dwelling on the lot where the elder cottage is located. A waiver may be granted on a case by case basis determined by the Planning Board. 
Dimensional Limitations

· The elder cottage shall not exceed 600 square feet, and no less than 140 square feet of enclosed floor area.

· The elder cottage shall not exceed one story in height or a maximum of 20 feet.

 Location Requirements

· An elder cottage shall be located only on a lot where there already exists a one-family or two-family residence.

· No elder cottage shall be located within the front yard of any lot.

· No more than one elder cottage shall be located on any lot.

Building Requirements

· An elder cottage shall be clearly subordinate to the principal building on the lot and its existing appearance and character shall be in harmony with the existing principal building.

· An elder cottage shall be constructed in accordance with all applicable laws, regulations, codes and ordinances, including the Building Code.  If a cottage is a manufactured home or component, in addition to complying with any other law, it shall bear an insignia if approval or other equivalent, legally recognized indicia of compliance with applicable laws, issued by the New York State Fire Prevention and Building Code Council or the New York State Division of Housing and Community Renewal.  

· An elder cottage shall be constructed so as to be easily removable.  The cottage’s foundation shall be of easily removable materials so that the lot may be restored to its original use and appearance after removal with as little expense as possible.  The foundation should be an on-grade slab, with no basement or subsurface excavation.

· No permanent fencing, walls, or other structures shall be installed or modified that will hinder removal of the cottage from the lot.

· Adequate water supply and sewage disposal arrangements shall be provided, which may include connections to such facilities as the principal building.

Special Approval Requirements

· The special approval for an elder cottage shall be for a period of one (1) year, unless earlier terminated.  An annual renewal must be applied for with the Building and Zoning inspector for continuation of such use provided that the circumstances of the original application have not changed.

· The special approval of an elder cottage shall terminate and be removed ninety (90) days after:

· The death or permanent change of residence of the original occupant or occupants of the elder cottage, or,

· Any of the occupancy requirements set forth in this section are no longer met.

Removal Requirement

· Site of building must be returned to its original state prior to the placement of the structure, and all site utilities must be removed.

· Site should be landscaped and replanted.

Consent of Landowner Understanding

· By applying for an elder cottage, the applicant understands the placement of the cottage is for temporary use subject to annual renewal by reapplication to the Building and Zoning inspector.  If the circumstances of the application change or are if the use of the cottage is for reasons apart from the original application, the Town of Corinth has the power to require the removal of the structure.

Meredithe Smith also gave the Town Board members the following proposed Site Plan Review Application:

· Location of all existing buildings, structures, drives, walkways and layout of utility services.

· Proposed location and size of elder cottage.

· Proposed water, septic, and other utility connections.

· Location of all septic tanks, septic fields, wells, dry well, if applicable.

· Proposed landscaping or screening if any is proposed.

Supervisor Lucia asked if it says who lives where.  He said it doesn’t say that it could be either way.  Meredithe Smith said the secondary building would be the elder cottage or the structure that would have to be removed in the future.  Jim Martin said the elder cottage by its size is truly secondary.  Jim Martin said the idea of the removal and renewal of the application so the Town has a running track and record.  Jim Martin said the Town might want to consider a reclamation plan stated at the time of the approval.  Councilman Major said he thought it would be best to get as much clarification right up front then everybody would know what was expected of them.  Councilman Major said he thought that if the Town was going to require a person to decommission the septic system and remove the slab it needs to be in the approval.  Councilman Byrnes said the Town may want to add a question to the application regarding what the need is for the elder cottage.  Councilman Byrnes said that some of the applications he reviewed did not meet the needs of an elder cottage.  Supervisor Lucia said there is a difference between a need and a convenience.  Supervisor Lucia said he thought it had to be some sort of hardship, like a medical or a financial hardship.  Councilman Byrnes said it should be on the application stating why the elder cottage is needed. Cheri Sullivan said that as Planning Board secretary an application just came in front of her where the woman isn’t elderly however she feels that she needs her son there due to severe back problems.  Cheri Sullivan asked what do you do in that case.  Meredithe Smith said that if someone is trying to skirt zoning it will become obvious.  Councilman Byrnes said that in the same way he guesses it would matter if was financial because it is not the Town’s concern if someone has a family member that doesn’t have enough money to live here in the Town when they can live in the community next to the Town.  Jim Martin said the basic fundamental intent of this effort by allowing an elder cottage the Town is basically trying to provide an alternative form of Senior Housing.  Jim Martin named a few things that go with Senior Housing are declining health, fixed income not able to get to the store on a regular basis or not able to go to the doctor.  Councilman Byrnes said that he didn’t think that was what the intent was.  Councilman Byrnes said he thought the intent was that a person is elderly and there is a medical issue and rather than go into a nursing home an elder cottage could be set up.  He said otherwise the Town is going to have elder cottages popping up all over the place.  Jim Martin said he didn’t think the Town would see them pop up if the requirement of 55 years of age or older was a condition.  Meredith Smith said if we describe every single reason for an elder cottage it could take two weeks.  Councilman Byrnes asked Meredithe if when she was here before she didn’t tell the board that very few towns have elder cottages.  Meredithe said that Councilman Byrnes was right.  Councilman Byrnes said he wondered if that was the reason because it was too difficult actually set it up.  Meredithe Smith said that other towns may create a Senior Housing zone rather than allow elder cottages. Cheri Sullivan again asked about the person who submitted an application for an elder cottage who is not 55 years of age, has ample acreage for a subdivision and wants to place an elder cottage on for her son to live in for five years and then she will subdivide.  Cheri said she may not be 55 now but she can come back next year or the year after.  Jim Martin said if somebody is not 55 year old then they are not entitled to apply for a variance.  He said that the town cannot accommodate everything for everybody.  Supervisor Lucia said this all has to go through public hearing anyway.   Jim Martin said that the person apply for the elder cottage still has options they could apply for a variance for density requirements and put two units on a lot to accommodate someone that is 20 years old.   Meredithe said elder cottages are a variation on in law apartments. Councilman Major asked if the Town was going to work on this some more or if the Town was going to move it on to public hearing.  Councilman Major asked a question about the application and stated that it was his opinion that in the Proposed Additions – Use Limitations – last sentence “A waiver may be granted on a case by case basis determined by the Planning Board”  that sentence should be stricken.  All board members we in favor of the sentence being stricken.  Jim Martin said that this would mean the person would have to go for a variance.  Jim Martin asked Code Enforcement Officer Mann if he saw this as a hard thing for him to keep track of.  Code Enforcement Officer Mann stated that it would be on the computer and every year it would automatically come up so he didn’t think it would be hard to keep track of.   

A discussion was had regarding mother-in-law apartments.  Meredithe Smith said that mother-in-law apartments are attached and elder cottages are detached. 

Jim Martin said in-law apartments are not visible from the street. Councilman Byrnes said that the elder cottages a person may see it from the street.  

Councilman Brown said that putting the property back to its original state pretty well covers it.  Meredith Smith said the form a person would sign at the time they are given their permit would state that they understand the property must be returned to its original state upon the termination of the elder cottage.  

Meredithe Smith said that there is a pre-existing non-conforming situation that the Town is leading up to so she thinks that Mr. Mann is not going out to check everybody’s property now it would be a situation that anyone that comes back in for a new permit they have to conform.  She said that if they had an elder cottage and now it a second unit on their property they would have to come and re-apply.  Councilman Byrnes asked if this was something that was picked up by the assessor.  Code Enforcement Officer Mann said that the assessor doesn’t go inside.  Supervisor Lucia said the assessor takes photos from the outside.  Councilman Brown said people have to have a building permit for an elder cottage before they can do anything.  

Meredithe Smith suggested that LA Group would like to expand the language and then a public hearing can be set up.  Councilman Byrnes asked what the town does in the meantime if an application for an elder cottage comes up.  Jim Martin said that the town has to follow the law that is currently on the books.  Councilman Byrnes said that is the problem the law is so vague that there may be a big question.  Meredithe Smith said she could have the new amendments by next Thursday if the Town Board wished.  Councilman Major asked if the board reviewed the changes next Thursday and were okay with them they could set up a public hearing at that meeting.  

SPECIAL USE PERMIT PROVISIONS AND PROCEDURES

Meredith Smith gave the following explanation:

 Definition:  Authorization of a particular land use that is permitted in a zoning ordinance subject to requirements to assure that the proposed use is in harmony with the local ordinance and will not adversely affect the neighborhood if such requirements are met.

Meredithe said that means they are allowed but they have to meet certain requirements.  Meredithe said if the Town adds that clause the Town Board must decide who is going to hear every Special Permit case.  Meredithe said she believes the way it is now is that the Planning Board but she said that could be amended.  She said some Town Board has it that the Town Board strictly accepts the application.  She said then if the Town Board finds the application to be complete the Special Permit goes to the Planning Board.  Meredithe said the Planning Board would then review it in the three phases – conceptual, preliminary and final.  She said then the Planning Board would make a recommendation and the permit goes back to the Town Board with the County’s recommendations and the Town Board would decided on it.  Jim Martin said that means that the Town Board is the issuing agency and is the one making the decision.  He said the Town Board would be injected into the review process.  Jim Martin said stepping back and looking at this sometimes it is the consensus decision not to involve the elected political board because it not always is a positive there are down sides associated with that.  Jim said that is why some communities opt to assign that responsibility, as it is now, to an appointed board that is not subject to the political or elected impressions that come with an elected office.  Jim said it is whatever in the Town Board’s minds that work best for this community.  He said he would caution the board not to look at this from the standpoint of one pending particular application.  Jim said the Town Board should look at how the community going to best be served in that spectrum of applications that could come along and not just get fixated on the Town dealing with this one application right now.  

Meredithe Smith said on the other hand it would be two boards reviewing instead of just two boards.  Jim Martin said that could be an advantage.  Meredithe said that perhaps the board members should start thinking about what way they want to go.  She suggested that the board members call the Town of Wilton that does this for their PDD and see how they feel it works in Wilton. 

General Standards for Special Use Permits

Meredithe Smith said that before granting approval to any special use permit, the designated review Board shall consider the positive or negative impact of the use on the following characteristics and whether or not an Environmental Impact Statement is drafted the applicant must address the following: 

· The extent to which the use is in harmony with and promotes the general purposes and intent of the zoning ordinance and its effect on the health, welfare and safety of the Town and its residents.
· The overall compatibility of the use with the neighborhood and the positive and negative impacts on community character, including the character of adjoining properties, districts and uses, and the positive and negative impacts on density, including surrounding density of adjoining properties, districts and uses.
· The positive and negative impacts of the use on vehicular congestion and parking, including the provision of adequate parking and the absence of hazardous parking or traffic conditions.
· The positive and negative impacts on infrastructure and services, including utilities, public facilities and services.
· The positive and negative impacts on environment and natural resources, including the environmental suitability of the site for development, the risk of fire, flood or erosion and impacts such as emissions of electrical charges, dust, light, vibration or noise detrimental to the public health, safety and welfare.

· The extent to which the use provides positive or negative effects on the long term and economic stability and community character of the town and surrounding properties, districts and uses.

Meredithe Smith said these are things the applicant must address.  She said such as they are going provide 1000 jobs.  She said the applicant must say what kind of jobs, what are the jobs are going to pay, where are the people going to come from and where are the people going to live.  Meredithe said an applicant has to start stating these things when they get to this point.  

Minimum Conditions for Special Use Permits

Meredithe gave the following minimum conditions for a Special Use Permit:

· Limited area where allowed by special permit

· Lot size requirements

· Setbacks from existing land uses and or property lines

                       Example:  1000 feet from nearest residential property line

Special Permit Approval Process

Meredithe Smith gave the Town Board the following description of the Special Permit Approval Process:

· The designated review Board is authorized to impose reasonable conditions and restrictions directly related to the proposed special use permit.

Example:  Installation of a traffic light at adjacent       intersection.

· Public Hearing shall be held within sixty-two (62) days from when the application is received.  The designated review Board shall decide upon the application within sixty-two (62) days after the hearing.

SEQRA Compliance

Meredithe Smith gave the Town Board the following information regarding SEQRA Compliance:

· The designated review Board shall comply with the provisions of the state environmental quality review act.

· If the proposed special use permit is determined to have a potentially adverse environmental impact (positive declaration) the applicant will be required to complete a full environmental impact statement (EIS).

Meredithe Smith gave the Town Board the following draft of Proposed Special Use Permit Environmental Impact Statement:

Jim Martin said this is a two-step process.  He said you have the draft and it is submitted, reviewed to be complete.  He said if it is determined to be complete it is subject to a public hearing.  He said once that is held comments are received, the comment period ends then the final is written usually by the applicant’s sponsor and again an acceptance of completion is done and then after that the culmination of the process is the Findings Statement.  Jim said based on that Findings Statement there is a condition either to move forward or condition with mitigation that it can move forward and complete the project. Meredithe Smith said that is what the residents will use to gauge these are what the impacts are going to be all the guessing is gone.

Jim Martin said the other thing that can be done depending on the use the Town may also have specific standards that can be imposed that may be unique conditions that are associated with that use.  

Jim Martin said if there are specific uses that the Town is faced with that there are resources out there that the Town Board could make themselves more educated.

PETRUZZO VARIANCE

Jim Martin asked why this project would need a variance.  Code Enforcement Officer Mann told Mr. Martin that the variance was from the moratorium not a zoning variance.  Jim Martin said that there was quite a history with the property with a lot of activities associated with this particular use.  He said he counted six different types of waste processing that had received various levels of permitting and review analysis over the course of several years.  He said there definitely has been this type of closely associated activity going on in this site.  Jim Martin said there is quite a good record here.  Supervisor Lucia asked Attorney O’Connor if he was going to get the board a copy of the permits.  Attorney O’Connor said he understood they were being put together.  Supervisor Lucia told him that the board needs them.  Councilman Major said that those were the only things that he felt were omitted from the application.  Jim Martin said he thought the permits would give the board the technical information that the Board might need to review such as the processes involved, any sort of resulting conditions, etc.  Councilman Saunders stated that water tests had been taken from the property and there have been a couple site surveys out at the property.  Jim Martin says he got the impression from what he read that there seems to be some sort of contained process in a building.

Attorney O’Connor attempted to speak and Supervisor Lucia told him that he could not let him speak since this meeting was a workshop.  Supervisor Lucia said that the Town Board would invite Attorney O’Connor and Mr. Petruzzo back to the table at a later date to discuss the matter.  

Jim Martin said that he saw that there was an Environmental Assessment done by DEC as lead agency and a negative declaration was issued last November.  He said that he felt this was a very relevant fact.  He said he felt there should be some comfort knowing that these things hadn’t just been thrown onto the site or things haven’t been happening without public agency involvement.  He said it looked like a few standards had been applied, permit standards have been applied, and there has been a lot of work done. He said it appears to be a thorough review of this site by the State Agency.

Jim Martin told the board that he recommends the board get the permit applications and make every effort to understand them.  

Meredithe Smith said she would have the elder cottage material amended for next week’s Town Board meeting. 

Councilman Byrnes said he still feels that there should be a line on the application for the need for the elder cottage.  He said this is a great concern for him.  Councilman Saunders asked what the minimum lot in Corinth was.  Code Enforcement Officer Mann said it was different throughout the town.  Meredithe Smith said the smallest lot allowed in the Town is 4000 square feet   Jim Martin said practically when you get done sighting a house, putting in a septic field, putting in a well and meeting the necessary separation for those things to occur you really start chopping up the site you need bigger and bigger land area to accommodate all that. Councilman Saunders said you are taking an acre lot and placing two residents on it such as sliding a single-wide mobile home between two houses.  He said he just didn’t think that was right.  Councilman Byrnes told Councilman Saunders that is the purpose of zoning.  Councilman Saunders said the practical issue is that if someone needs medical help that is understandable but not just to place a trailer between two homes and hook up to the present well and septic.  He said he was not comfortable with that.  Councilman Saunders said if the town is going to have an elder cottage then he feels the elder cottage must be very restricted to the point of the purpose of the elder cottage that there is a medical need there for it not financial.  Councilman Major said that if the Town Board is going to be voting on this we need to decide if we want that written in or not.  Councilman Saunders said he thought the public hearing will dictate that.  Supervisor Lucia said the public hearing will probably bring up a lot of things maybe the board hadn’t thought of.  Councilman Byrnes says you say medical maybe someone has elderly parents that are just forgetful and may leave the stove on and it may not be an actual medical condition.  Councilman major said it sounded like that the board was leaning more toward assisted living not elder cottage.  Councilman Byrnes stated that our original regulation says “aging parents that are need of support”.  He said doesn’t say medical support. 

Supervisor Lucia stated that Barbara Weatherwax gave the Supervisor a report that she did on Petruzzo property.  Supervisor Lucia said he would get a copy of the report to each of the board members.  

Councilman Major asked that under the Special Permit Process if we are still writing in under the definition are we changing anything.  Meredithe Smith said they could yes but that would be an update to the Special Permit Process.  Jim Martin said that that was leading to an amendment to the Town’s zoning code under Special Use Permit Process.
