MORGAN ESTATES SUBDIVISION

Supervisor Lucia said there is no longer a PDD since the Town Board rejected the one that was previously presented.  This is now a 20-lot subdivision and goes back to the Planning Board.  The developer has answered all the concerns of the Town Board.    

Bob Lockwood from Clough Harbour explained to the Town Board where the applicant was at this time and the concerns that his firm had in this subdivision.  He said that applicant has gone above and beyond to meet his firms concerns.  He said he is still waiting for official sign-off from the Department of Transportation.

He said they are still waiting for official determination from the Army Corps of Engineers and New York State DEC regarding the wetlands which they have to sign off on.  He said all these should be conditions of the Planning Board if they grant approval.  He said the applicant has been removing the waste and debris on the site and it should also be a condition of approval that they removed all waste and debris from the subject property.  He spoke about the soil and how the New York State Department of Health said that the applicant would have to bring in some soil as stated in the previous letter that was sent from Department of Health.   

Councilman Saunders asked about the emergency access road and what would keep it from being used as a regular access road.  Mr. Lockwood said a gate could be installed with keys or whatever needed to be used for emergency access to the Town and other emergency agencies. Councilman Saunders asked about why the emergency road was necessary and Mr. Lockwood explained that to him.

Councilman Byrnes asked about the recreation fee or land for this subdivision.  Louise Reed explained that the Town Board decided that on this subdivision they would not accept land on the fee.  Cheri Sullivan told the board that the fee is $200.00 per lot.  Supervisor Lucia told the new members of the board that the developer wanted to give the town wetlands and therefore they decided to take the fee instead of land.  

A brief discussion was had regarding the emergency access route.  

Supervisor Lucia told the board that this subdivision is going before the Planning Board tonight. Mr. Lockwood said the only other issue is the regarding the road.  He asked that if the roads were construed to town specifications would the town take the road over.  Supervisor Lucia said that would be up to the Town Highway Superintendent but he thought that would happen. A discussion was had regarding the way the road could be done.  Councilman Brown also added that the Town would require a Letter of Credit regarding the road.

Louise Reed told the board that the developer wants final approval at the Planning Board meeting tonight.  She said if the final is granted it would be granted with a list of conditions including the cemetery, the debris on the property, etc.  She told the board that after the developer is given final approval next month he will be before the Planning Board for a Special Use Permit on the property because the property is in an industrial zone. Louise Reed said she knew Councilman Major’s feelings on the cemetery – he wanted it cleaned up, a sign placed there, etc.  

A discussion was had regarding the cemetery and how it should be a condition that he is responsible to take care of this cemetery or make arrangements to have the cemetery taken care of.  A suggestion was made of a possible letter of credit regarding the maintaining of the cemetery.

Supervisor Lucia reminded the Town Board about the Informational Open House on the Scenic Rail set for May 1st at the Firehouse.

Supervisor Lucia spoke about the meeting at the school on Medicare is scheduled for Monday, April 24th at school.

4. An in-laws addition should be encouraged before an Elder Cottage is approved

5. Must be renewed every year

6. If a mobile home must be newer than 10 years old

WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Corinth (the "Town Board") adopted Local Law No.5 of 2004 establishing comprehensive zoning and land use regulations (the “Land Use Law”); and
WHEREAS, the Town Board wishes to revise the provisions of the Land Use Law relating to elder cottages; and

WHEREAS, the potential environmental impacts of the proposed amendments to the Land Use Law are subject to review under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA); and


WHEREAS, Municipal Home Rule Law §20 requires the Town Board to hold a public hearing prior to the adoption of any Local Law; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF CORINTH, SARATOGA COUNTY, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS:


Section 1: SEQRA – The Board hereby determines that adoption of the proposed amendment is an Unlisted Action under SEQRA and requests The LA Group to prepare a short form Environmental Assessment Form.  There are no other involved agencies under SEQRA for this action.


Section 2:  County Planning Board Referral - The Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to forward a copy of the proposed Local Law to the Saratoga County Planning Board for its recommendation pursuant to General Municipal Law Section 239-m.

Section 3: Public Hearing; Notice - The Town Board shall hold a public hearing on May 25, 2006 at 4:10 PM to hear all people who are interested in proposed Local Law No. 2 of 2006 revising the provisions of Section 89-39 of the Town's Land Use Law relating to elder cottages.  The Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to publish a Notice of Public Hearing in the Glens Falls Post Star not less than ten (10) days before the date of the public hearing.  Although not required by Municipal Home Rule Law, the Town Clerk is hereby authorized and directed to provide a copy of the proposed Local Law and the Notice of Public Hearing to the following:

(a) The executive director of property of the housing authority erecting or owning a housing project authorized under the public housing law, if any, and the chief executive officer of the municipality providing financial assistance thereto;

(b) The Clerks of the Towns of Hadley, Day, Edinburg, Greenfield, Moreau, Wilton and Lake Luzerne;

(c) The Clerk of the Village of Corinth; 

(d) The Clerk of the Saratoga County Board of Supervisors; and

(e) The Adirondack Park Agency;

at least ten (10) days prior to the date of the public hearing.


Section 4:  Effective Date - This Resolution shall take effect immediately.

In response to comments received by this Department regarding the composting facility proposed
by Bedminster Saratoga LLC, the State Environmental Quality Review Negative Declaration has been
reviewed. As a result of this review the Negative Declaration has been revised to include additional
discussion of potential environmental impacts associated with the proposed project. A copy of the
revised Negative Declaration is enclosed. While the Negative Declaration was revised, the determination
that the project will not have a significant environmental impact remains unchanged based upon the
criteria found in 6NYCRR Part 617.7 (c).

The Department expects to move forward with the processing of this permit application, with the
next step to be a legislative public hearing at which comments can be made in front of an Administrative
Law Judge. A notice of hearing will be sent to you approximately 30 days prior to the scheduled date of
the hearing.

Supervisor Lucia read the following letter from APA to Mark Eggleston that the Code Enforcement Officer received:

Dear Mr. Eggleston:

Thank you for taking the time to speak with Fred Mann and myself
on March 15, 2006. As we discussed, the Agency is anxious for
you to sign and return the Settlement Agreement that was sent to
you in September 2005. During our site vieit you explained that
you are willing to do everything the Agency has asked of you,
regarding the removal of the unoccupied mobile homes (2) and
removal of all of the post 1973 storage trailers on your
property.

As per the settlement agreement, the mobile homes were to be
removed by November 2005. This has not yet occurred. Your
explanation to me and Mr. Mann is that you were waiting for the
Town to give you permission to install one of the mobile homes
on the site you had prepared on your property. It is my
understanding that the Town is unable to give you the necessary
permit to install the mobile home. Given that, the agency will
require you to immediately remove both of the unoccupied mobile
homes you have on your property. The junk cars will need to be
removed imrediately as well., Also in the Settlement Agreement,
the Agency requires that all of the junk materials and other
refuse ke removed by November 1, 2007.

You have supplied receipts for some of the materials on the
property that clearly show they were in your possession prior to
1973, when the Adirondack Park Agency Act commenced. Those
pieces are the only pieces that you are legally able to keep on
your property.
