PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED LOCAL LAW #2 FOR 2006

Public Hearing opened at 7:10 PM with the Town Clerk reading the legal ad published in the Post Star on May 31, 2006.

Edwin Eggleston

Supervisor Lucia then read a letter from Edwin Eggleston in which he told the board that he thought it was a bad mistake to abolish the Elder Cottages.

Joyce Day

Supervisor Lucia read a letter from Joyce Day in which she told the board that she believes that a small efficiency apartment would be suitable for both the person in need of assistance and also the caregiver.

Louise Kirkpatrick

Louise Kirkpatrick told the board that she feels that the only thing an elder cottage should be granted for is medical reasons.  She said she was in favor of abolishing the Elder Cottage.  She said she works in the care giving for the elderly field and feels that an addition to the present structure would be the best way to go for the social activity and comfort of the elderly person.  She also said she felt that the Code Enforcement Officer has enough to enforce.

Barbara Weatherwax

Barbara Weatherwax told the board that she was in favor of deleting the  elder cottage language.  She said she felt it undermined zoning.  She felt the elderly needed to be in a house with someone else to get proper care.  She said we should take care of our elderly but do it in house.

Linda Hamm

Linda Hamm told the Town Board that she thought the Elder Cottage should remain but maybe possibly be changed.  She said that the elderly need to be independent as long as they can.  She also said that she thought possibly a contract could be drawn up and if the elder cottage was not removed as it was suppose to be then the matter should be taken to court.  She also stated that not all senior need 24 hour care.

Cheri Sullivan

She told the board that she thought the question of elder cottages was brought about by only a few people.  She said she disagrees that an elder cottage will decrease the value of a person’s property.  She said that if the elder cottage was done in good taste and if there was enough property then the person could subdivide at a later date.  She told the board that her elder cottage is no longer an elder cottage because they have subdivided the property.  She said the reason they went for an elder cottage was so that her mother could be in before the winter came.  She told the Town Board that it had been said that some elder cottages were granted under the good old boy rule.  She wanted the board and the public to know that her elder cottage had been approved in September and she did not become a Town of Corinth employee until October.

Arleen Springer

Mrs. Springer said she was in favor of eliminating elder cottages.  Mrs. Springer told the Town Board that the fact that some elder cottages end with a subdivision demonstrates a loophole in the law.  She said the Town of Corinth citizens do not need a law to take care of its elderly.  She said some of the loopholes lead to depreciation of value of adjoining property.  She said out of the four elder cottages approved in the last two years three were for some relation to members or the Planning Board.

Glenn Tearno

Mr. Tearno stated that not all laws serve all purposes.  He said that as the elder cottage is written it may contain several loopholes.  He said he would suggest that rather than abolish elder cottages the Town Board should change the law.

Louise Reed

Mrs. Reed wanted the board to be aware that since May 15, 2004 when the Land Use Law went into effect there have been four elderly cottage applications.  She said one has been subdivided and is no longer an elderly cottage and one has been withdrawn.  So technically there has been only two elderly cottages since May 15, 2004.  She said she is in favor changing the law not eliminating it.  She said she feels elderly cottages are a good thing and she suggests that the Town Board rewrite the law not eliminate it.

Mary Baugh

She said that she feels elderly cottage is a bad thing and it can be abused.  She said she felt the board should do away with elderly cottages.

Chris Schuh

Chris Schuh told the board that they did not have the right to tell the public if they can or cannot shelter their family.  He also said the board could not tell people how they could take care of their family.  He said the right to shelter family is only given to the people by God.

William Clarke

Mr. Clarke told the board that he opposes elder cottages.  He said he does feel that if a resident placed an elderly cottage on his or her property it would greatly depreciate the value of the adjoining property.  Mr. Clarke said he was in favor of the abolishment of elder cottages.

Joan Beckwith

Joan Beckwith told the board that she felt they should leave the elder cottage on the books and perhaps revise it.  She said she didn’t feel the Town should take the right away from the people to take care of their family.

Gene Ellis

Gene Ellis suggested that the Town look into an apartment building for the elderly like Adam Lawrence.  He said he feels that the taxes in Corinth are out of hand and the Town needs to bring new businesses in such as Adam Lawrence for the benefit of the elderly people.

Tim Sullivan

Tim Sullivan told the board that he moved to Corinth five years ago because of the school system for his family and the Town charm.  He said he agreed that if a person needed 24 hour care they needed to be in someone’s home.  He said some people want their privacy.  He said he agrees that the elderly cottage law has loopholes and it needs to be revised.  He does not agree that the law should be eliminated.  He said that if a person is willing to take into account the cost that will be involved in placing and removing the elderly cottage from the property then it should be allowed.  

Sigrid Koch

She said that here being a member of the Zoning Board of Appeals has made her see that the wording of laws makes it necessary to understand the intent.  She said LA Group told the board that there are only two other towns in New York State that have similar laws.  She said she thought the problem is enforcing the law is very complex.  She said such as:  What is small?  What is temporary?  She said if the property is less than two acres then it is not adequate for two residences.  She said she felt the law is unenforceable. 

At 7:40PM a motion was made Councilman Byrnes and seconded by Councilman Saunders to close the public hearing.

The New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (Department) is
revising its Solid Waste Management Facilities regulations, 6 NYCRR Part 360 (Part 360), to
incorporate legal, technological, and policy developments and experiences gained since the last
major revision. The Part 360 rulemaking is currently in the pre-proposal review stage, which
will occur before the rulemaking package is formally proposed.

The pre-proposal Part 360 draft express terms include the addition of solid waste
management facilities, activities, and waste streams that are not currently addressed in Part 360,
to institute an appropriate level of control to assure protection of public health, natural resources,
and the environment. Likewise, the proposed amendments have relaxed or eliminated certain
Part 360 requirements that have proven to be overly burdensome to the regulated community and
have provided no additional environmental benefit. Part 360 has alsa been reorganized and
subdivided into a Part 360 series to allow future revisions to the series to be less burdensome.

The Department has posted express terms of the pre-proposal Part 360 series on its public
website, hitp:/www.dec.state.ny.us/website/dshm/sldwaste/360rev.htm, for review and
comment. The webpage contains instructions for providing comments or suggestions on the pre-
proposal draft to the Department.

TOWN BOARD

Councilman Brown stated that he had attended a meeting at the Senior Citizen Center last night put on by Saratoga County Public Health on Emergency Preparedness.  He said it was very informative and he placed a number of documents on the table for the public to look at.

Councilman Major told the board that he would not be attending the workshop on June 15th due to a conflict with BOCES graduation.  Supervisor Lucia said he would make come calls and see if the meeting could be rescheduled since he would like all the board in attendance at the meeting with the attorneys.

HIGHWAY

Highway Superintendent Plummer told the Town Board that they finished paving Wilton Mountain a week ago and completed the shoulders today.  He said they are only waiting for the County to stripe the road.  He said he wanted to thank the highway crew for a job well done.  He also wanted to thank the Towns of Day, Greenfield and Wilton as well as the Village of Corinth for their assistance.

CODE ENFORCEMENT

Code Enforcement Officer Mann told the Town Board that the driveways at Locust Ridge have been taken care of by the owners and the State Department of Transportation.

SUPERVISOR

Supervisor Lucia said that he has called Joe Ritchey at the County regarding Route 9N north of the village so that the County can notify New York State.  Supervisor Lucia said the road seems to be dropping off.  Councilman Byrnes said that cones had been placed on the road to alert the traffic.

PUBLIC

Christopher Schuh

Christopher Schuh asked about the advertisement for the citizens group to assist with the new laws.  Supervisor Lucia told him that they were looking for citizens and received some good applications.  However they decide that it would be best to use the attorneys, engineers and the Town Board. Supervisor thanked everybody for his or her interest.  

Mr. Schuh asked if the meetings were public.  Supervisor Lucia told him all meetings are public.  He said at the workshops the public cannot speak but they can be present to hear everything that is being discussed.

Barbara Weatherwax

Barbara Weatherwax asked the Town Board that if they decided to allow composting on the books it would be important to look at the composting amendment that LA Group is proposing because it would allow for sewer sludge and animal waste.  She asked that composting be a clean composting law.  She handed out to the Town Board a copy of Wilton’s law as well as two others variations that would protect the community from composting facilities operating in Corinth.  

Mrs. Weatherwax said that Mr. Haynes from DEC is working with Mr. McPleasant of DEC on a list of permits that Mr. Petruzzo has.  She told the board that Mr. Haynes said the second permit on Mr. Petruzzo’s application book should not have been there as it was not for Petruzzo.  She said the one for sewer sludge was for Wheelabrator and should not have been on Mr. Petruzzo’s list.  

Ginny Ogden

Ginny Ogden spoke about the Town not having an attorney present at every meeting.  She said she thought that the LA Group should not be pushing their opinions when the Town Attorney is not present.  She said that when Philmet or Petruzzo were to be discussed the Town Attorney should be present. 

Mr. Ogden said she thought the Planning Board does one heck of a job.    She said their job is very concise and very complicated.  She said that as far as the Elder Cottage her preference would be something like the Adam Lawrence apartments.

Arleen Springer

Arleen Springer said she wanted to thank the board for have the public hearing on the Elder Cottage.   

With no further business, on a motion of Councilman Major, seconded by Councilman Byrnes, the meeting was adjourned at 8:10 PM. Carried unanimously.
