Resolved that the Town Hall will be closed on Monday July 3rd and Tuesday July 4th in observance of the 4th of July.

Supervisor Lucia received a notice from Encon for Superintendent Plummer regarding permits used by the highway department.  Some of the new rules that will take place effect on June 20th.

Supervisor Lucia read a thank you card from the Straight Family.

Councilman Brown asked about the caller ID.  KB 24 needs to replace the card.  Supervisor Lucia says the cost should come out of building maintenance.

Councilman Byrnes asked where we are with LDC?  Two things by-laws and contracts Supervisor Lucia said he would ask the attorney.

Councilman Byrnes asked Code Enforcement Officer Mann about the discarded tires by the railroad tracks on Antone Mt. Road.  Mr. Mann said from the crossing He can’t see them anymore from the road, but He will try to get up there and walk down the tracks next week.  

Councilman Byrnes asked if there is someway the residents could dispose of these tires without throwing them on the side of the road.  Supervisor Lucia says that we haven’t done anything with that because we don’t have any place to take them.  Superintendent Plummer was looking into it.

Code Enforcement Officer Mann thanked Mr. Lucia and the Saratoga County Supervisors for bringing the Viet Nam moving wall to the area. It brought back a lot of memories maybe not all good but it was a moving thing.  

Mr. Mann and Mr. Smead went down to Sam Holland’s and took pictures.  Mr. Mann said they could see no changes from the pictures that were taken last November.  There were some vehicles on the Greenfield side that Mr. Holland said someone was going to pick up, but that’s not in our area.

Barbara Weatherwax presented each Board member with a notebook that has articles and other documents and an extensive list of web links on sewage sludge, paper sludge and other information.

Mrs. Weatherwax said she was working on a project with a retired Colonel and is going to request a meeting with the Colonel, Town Board, the Planning Board and with other people and she says if this thing goes through, it is the most amazing thing that can happen to Corinth.

Ginny Ogden said she believed that Petruzzo and Philmet have been devious and secretive from day 1.  She also thinks that they have tried to sneak in on old permits and grand fathering. We should leave no stone unturned, get it right and leave no loopholes. When they get what they want from us, they will walk away and leave us a mess.

We do not want any regulated industry, special permits or any kind of waste industry.  The Citizens group hired what is considered the top environmental lawyer in this area they offered their help and were not asking for money from the Town or anybody else.  Why is it, if it will benefit this case and help the citizens, won’t you accept some help from the Citizens group lawyer?  

Supervisor Lucia responded saying The LA Group has worked with us from the onset of zoning and they are familiar with our projects.  Mrs. Ogden said but they are not lawyers.  Supervisor Lucia replied that we have our own lawyers.  

Mrs. Ogden says we are trying to save this town for you, your children and your grandchildren.  I think that it was a blessing when IP left.  I think we should reach out for every bit of professional help we can get.  

Supervisor Lucia said He didn’t agree when Mrs. Ogden said it was a blessing when IP left because I think there is a lot of us in this room that have raised our families by working 30 or 40 years at IP Co.  A lot of people earned their lively hood at IP and we are still here and if IP were still here we wouldn’t be going through all this stuff today. 

Mrs. Ogden said she was thinking of all the people who have health problems that are what I was referring to.

Supervisor Lucia said he understood what she was saying and he has children and grandchildren living in the area and was not going to do anything on this job that was going to be detrimental to my own family that’s why we are here.

Diane Jordan says to keep the moratorium until you have laws on the books to prohibit trash industry no one asked you to write laws for special use permits they asked you to prohibit the trash industry. I am asking you again when you do the next draft to use the word prohibit instead of trying to believe that you can regulate an industry.

Supervisor Lucia replied that he understood what she was saying and that yesterday was the first draft and that we have to start working on it.

Sigrid Koch thanked the Board for the opportunity to attend the class at the Holiday Inn.
