Attorney Hafner briefly reviewed what has transpired with water districts until present. 
 
The Public Hearing on Local Law #1 of 2018 relating to the use of Town of Corinth Water System was 
read into record and the floor was opened to the public. The following public comments were made: 
 
Martin Crowl asked: 

¶ Why the Town pays more for water than the Village. Attorney Hafner said The 
Village has the employees that have the expertise pertaining to the water 
system. Many municipalities have this kind of working relationship. 

 
Fred Koch: 

¶ Asked how much of the village salaries was the Town paying. Attorney Hafner 
said it was not based on their salaries, there are two different types of work that 
they do and that it is what we are paying for. Don Rhodes from LaBerge Group 
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explained that the Town pays the extra 40% for the privilege having Village 
water with a maintained system, including the filtration system one of which 
Town residents with Village water benefit from. Mr. Rhodes said that the 40% 
has been in place for a long time. The water system for the Village and Town are 
revenue neutral. 

¶ Wanted to know if the meters were still going to be installed. The answer was 
yes.  

¶ Asked if once the meters go in if he is still going to be charged. Mr. Rhodes 
explained that once the meters go in there is still going to be a minimum value 
charge in place, which will be paid for any water use that is under the 
10,000gals and anything over the 10,000, will be charged the minimum use 
charge plus 1.79 per thousand gallons afterward. Mr. Rhodes further explained 
that if the meters are installed during the installation process that there is no

install becomes the burden of the homeowner. 

 
Amy Lynch 

¶ Stated that at the last public meeting they were told that the rates were going 
to be based on 10,000 gallons per quarter. Don Rhodes said that was correct 
after the meters are installed. 

¶ Amy Lynch wanted to know why if she was only going to have one meter why 
she would still incur 4 separate charges. Don Rhodes explained that there was a 
minimum use charge applied to each individual use and her property had 4 
different uses even if they were all off the same meter. Ms Lynch stated does 
this mean that I will be allotted the 40,000 gals for all 4 uses. Mr. Rhodes said 
that is correct. Don Rhodes said the Village adopted two different rates 
structures to get people to conserve their water usage. Currently we are 
operating under a flat rate formula after the meters are installed then we will 
change to the meter formula. 

 
Marc Rich 

¶ Mr. Rich said he owns a garage on Marion Ave and for thirty years the water has 
been shut off. He just received a bill and wanted to know what he needs to do 
to not be billed. Mr. Rhodes said that he is being charged because the property 
is benefited by the line to the structure. If you fill out an application and pay for 
a disconnect fee it will be from the main. Mr. Rhodes said that with the Town if 
individuals come and apply to be disconnected and that if enough people do it 
then it will drive the cost of water up for the remaining residents. Mr. Rhodes 
said it is up to the Town to decide if they are going to allow this to happen, it 
would be a policy decision. 

¶ Attorney Hafner reiterated that if you are in a district that you are benefitted by 
the district. Attorney Hafner said he believed the wording in the Local Law 
referred to structure not residence, and this would be why he is being billed. 
Don Rhodes recommended that he, the Town Attorney, and Town Supervisor 
have a meeting to discuss this in further detail because the Town has the ability 
to implement billing differently.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF UP TO $500,000 SERIAL BONDS 
OF THE TOWN OF CORINTH TO PAY A PORTION OF THE COST OF ACQUISITION 
AND INSTALLATION OF WATER METERS; AND AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF 

UP TO $500,000 BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE TOWN OF CORINTH FOR 
THE SAME PURPOSE 

 WHEREAS, the Village of Corinth provides water to the Water Districts within the Town 

of Corinth (the ñTownò); and 
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 WHEREAS the Town is planning to install water meters at each water service 

connection within the Townôs Water Districts pursuant to Intermunicipal Agreements with the 

Village; and 

 WHEREAS, Laberge Group has prepared a functional Consolidation Study and a 

Preliminary Opinion of Probable Construction Cost for the project required by Town Law Section 

202-b; and 

 WHEREAS, based on the Townôs engineerôs report the Town Board determined that the 

Project is a Type II Action under the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA), 

pursuant to 6 CRR-NY 617.5(c)(1), (2), (9) and/or (19); 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF 

CORINTH, SARATOGA COUNTY, NEW YORK, AS FOLLOWS: 

 Section 1.  The specific object or purpose for which the obligations authorized by this 

Resolution (the ñBond Resolutionò) are to be issued is the acquisition and installation of water 

meters, meter pits, expansion tanks and related appurtenances within the Townôs Water Districts, 

including related preliminary and incidental costs (the "Project"), and such specific object or 

purpose is hereby authorized at a maximum estimated cost of Five Hundred Thirty-three Thousand 

Eight Hundred Fifty-seven and 00/100 Dollars ($533,857.00). 

 Section 2.  The plan for the financing of such maximum estimated cost is as follows: 

(a) use of a portion of the $400,000 Local Government Efficiency Award jointly 

received by the Village and the Town towards the implementation of the Project; and 

(b) issuance of up to $500,000 serial bonds and/or bond anticipation notes of said 

Town, hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to the Local Finance Law. 

The proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes may be used to reimburse expenditures paid 

by the Town from other funds or otherwise on or after the date of adoption of this Bond Resolution.  

The Town may submit applications for additional grants and/or low interest loans and, to the extent 

that any such moneys are received, may apply such funds to the payment of principal and interest 

on the bonds or bond anticipation notes.  Pursuant to Local Finance Law Section 107.00(d)(3)(l) 

and (9), a down payment from current funds is not required.  This Bond Resolution is contingent 

upon the Project being duly authorized by the Town Board under Town Law Section 202-b 

after a Public Hearing. 

 Section 3.  The Town Board anticipates that the Town may pay certain expenditures in 

connection with the Project prior to the receipt of the proceeds of the Bonds.  The Town Board 

hereby declares its official intent to use Bond proceeds to reimburse the Town for such Project 

expenditures occurring within sixty (60) days prior to adoption of this Resolution.  This section of 

the Resolution is adopted solely for the purpose of establishing compliance with the 

requirements of Section 1.150-2 of the Treasury Regulations and does not bind the Town to 

make any expenditure, incur any indebtedness or proceed with the acquisition. 
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 Section 4.  It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness of the specific 

object or purpose is twenty (20) years, pursuant to Section 11.00(a)(30) of the Local Finance Law.  

It is hereby further determined that the maximum maturity of the serial bonds herein authorized will 

exceed five (5) years.  

 Section 5.  The faith and credit of the Town of Corinth, Saratoga County, New York, are 

hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and interest on such obligations as 

they become due and payable.  An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient to 

pay the principal of and interest on such obligations becoming due and payable in such years.  

There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real property of the Corinth Water Districts a tax 

sufficient to pay the principal of and interest on such obligations as they become due and payable.  

This Bond Resolution is not subject to permissive referendum pursuant to Local Finance Law 

Section 35.00(b)[1](2). 

 Section 6.  For the purpose of paying the cost of the Project, there are hereby authorized to 

be issued serial bonds of the Town up to a maximum amount of $500,000 the maximum maturity of 

which shall not exceed the twenty (20) year period of probable usefulness set forth above and 

which shall mature on or before such date as measured from the date of the bonds or from the 

date of the first bond anticipation note issued in anticipation of the sale of such bonds, whichever 

date is earlier.  The bonds may be issued in the form of a statutory installment bond. 

 Section 7.  There are hereby authorized to be issued bond anticipation notes for the 

specific object or purpose in an amount up to but not exceeding the $500,000 maximum amount of 

serial bonds authorized to be issued, in anticipation of the issuance and sale of the serial bonds 

authorized, including renewals of such bond anticipation notes.   

 Section 8.  Any bond anticipation notes shall be payable from the proceeds derived from 

the sale of the bonds or otherwise redeemed in the manner provided by Section 23.00 of the Local 

Finance Law.  The faith and credit of the Town are hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of 

the bond anticipation notes and the interest on them.   

 Section 9.  There are no bond anticipation notes outstanding which have been previously 

issued in anticipation of the sale of these bonds.  Neither are the bond anticipation notes hereby 

authorized renewal notes.  These bond anticipation notes will be issued in anticipation of bonds for 

an assessable improvement.  These notes shall mature at such time as the Town may determine 

and may be renewed from time to time, provided that in no event shall such notes or renewals 

extend more than one (1) year beyond the original date of issue except as permitted in the Local 

Finance Law. 

 Section 10. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Resolution and of the Local 

Finance Law, and pursuant to the provisions of Sections 30.00, 50.00 and 56.00 to 60.00, 

inclusive, of the Local Finance Law, the power to authorize bond anticipation notes in anticipation 

of the issuance of the serial bonds authorized by this Resolution and the renewal of these notes, 

and the power to prescribe the terms, form and contents of the serial bonds and bond anticipation 

notes and the power to sell and deliver the serial bonds and bond anticipation notes issued in 
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anticipation of the issuance of the bonds is hereby delegated to the Town Supervisor, the Chief 

Fiscal Officer of the Town.  The Town Supervisor is hereby authorized to sign any serial bonds and 

bond anticipation notes issued in anticipation of the issuance of the serial bonds and bond 

anticipation notes issued pursuant to this Resolution by manual or facsimile signature, and the 

Town Clerk is hereby authorized to affix or impress or imprint a facsimile of the seal of the Town to 

any of the serial bonds or bond anticipation notes and to attest such seal by manual or facsimile 

signature. If executed by facsimile signature, such obligation shall be authenticated by the manual 

countersignature of the Town Supervisor or a designated fiscal agent.  The Town Supervisor, as 

Chief Fiscal Officer of the Town, is authorized to execute and deliver any documents and to take 

such other action as may be necessary and proper to carry out the intent of the provisions of this 

Resolution. 

 Section 11.  The exact date of issuance of the bonds and/or notes and the exact date upon 

which they shall become due and payable shall be fixed and determined by the Chief Fiscal 

Officer, provided, however, that the maturity of the notes or renewals shall not exceed one (1) year 

from the date of issue except as permitted by the Local Finance Law.   

 Section 12.  The Chief Fiscal Officer shall prepare the bonds and/or notes and sell them in 

accordance with the provisions of the Local Finance Law including, but not limited to, the provisions 

of Section 169.00, if applicable, and at such sale shall determine the interest rate to be borne by 

such bonds and/or notes, and whether fixed or variable.  The Town Board authorizes the Chief 

Fiscal Officer to establish substantially level annual debt service for the repayment of such Bonds if 

he believes it is in the best interests of the Town.  The Town Board authorizes the Chief Fiscal 

Officer to issue such serial bonds in the form a statutory installment bond. 

 Section 13.  If issued, the bonds and/or notes shall be in registered form, and shall bear 

interest at the determined rate. 

 Section 14.  The Chief Fiscal Officer shall deliver the bonds and/or notes to the purchaser 

only against a certified check or other immediately available funds.  The proceeds of the sale of the 

bonds and/or notes shall be deposited and/or invested as required by Section 165.00 of the Local 

Finance Law, and the power to invest the proceeds of sale is hereby delegated to the Chief Fiscal 

Officer and the power to invest in any instruments described in Section 165.00 is expressly 

granted. 

 Section 15.  To the extent that it is permitted to do so under the Internal Revenue Code of 

1986, as amended (the "Code"), the Town hereby designates the bonds and/or notes as "qualified 

tax-exempt obligations" under Section 265(b)(3) of the Code.  The Town hereby covenants that it 

will (i) take all actions on its part necessary to cause interest on the bonds and/or notes to be 

excluded from gross income for purposes of Federal income taxes and (ii) refrain from taking any 

action which would cause interest on the bonds and/or notes to be included in gross income for 

purposes of Federal income taxes. 

 Section 16.  The Town of Corinth is a town partially within the Adirondack Park.  However, 

State lands subject to taxation within the Town's boundaries are assessed at less than thirty 
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percent (30%) of the total taxable assessed valuation of the Town, so permission of the State 

Comptroller to issue the bonds and/or notes is not required under Local Finance Law Section 

104.10(3).  

 Section 17.  Miller, Mannix, Schachner & Hafner, LLC, Glens Falls, New York, is hereby 

designated bond counsel. 

 Section 18.  The validity of these serial bonds and bond anticipation notes may be 

contested only if: 

(1)  These obligations are authorized for an object or purpose for which 

the Town is not authorized to expend money, or 

(2)  The provisions of law which should be complied with at the date of 

publication of this Resolution are not substantially complied with, and an 

action, suit or proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within 

twenty (20) days after the date of such publication, or 

(3)  Such obligations are authorized in violation of the provisions of the 

State Constitution.   

 Section 19.  This Resolution or a summary thereof shall be published in the Glens Falls 

Post Star, which has been designated as the official newspaper of the Town, together with a notice 

of the Town Clerk in substantially the form provided in Section 81.00 of the Local Finance Law.   

 Section 20.  This Resolution shall take effect immediately.

Attorney Hafner said the Town already has an IMA pertaining to the Towns Water Meters that was 
formally adopted on 12/14/2018. Attorney Hafner said the Town needed to amend this municipal 
agreement in order for the Town to put the installation of water meters out to bid.

¶ The final cost of $37,540.29 is the Towns share the Town will pay an additional 
$2,500.00. Attorney Hafner said that was correct.

Town Clerk Farr asked when to set the date for the public hearing. Attorney Hafner said that they are 
planning to have the public hearing for the 202b on the 27th  for the bond. Don Rhodes said that he 
needed some time to get everything together and felt they should set the bid opening for the meters at 
2pm on October 18th. 
There was further discussion pertaining to the following: 

¶ How long the installation process should take- Mr. Rhodes said that it should be a 90 
day job. They should be able to get metered pits in before winter. There may be issues 
with locating shut offs and these should be staked out prior. There should be a 
completion date of no later than May 2019.This will require the Village to agree to the 
flat rate billing a little longer. 

¶ What is going to happen to the Towns snowbirds in relation to the meter installations 
when they are out of state? Can they be done first and have it written into the proposal. 
Mr. Rhodes said that could be an option; however the other option is that the Village 
does the installation. 

¶ Are the meters going to have to be drained? Mr. Rhodes said yes they will have to be 
drained and the valve shut off. The purpose of the application process is that it puts the 
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responsibility on the owner to notify the village of what needs to be done. The owners 
will be responsible if they do not adhere to the application process. 

Easement:

Attorney Hafner said the Town 
is using the Villages structure for billing. Town Clerk Farr said this was no different than 
what is happening with Amy Lynch, furthermore there was another resident on 9N that 
did come into the town to submit an application and had to remove all pipes to the 
structure that no longer required water.
